In 1949 he was appointed
an Assistant Under-Secretary of State for Extsrnal Affairs.,
In 1951 Mr. Mayrand was appointed Canadian Ambassador to Chile
and in 1954 Canadian Commisslioner, International Supsrvisory
Commission for Laos, Indochina.
