BONNYVILLE, ALTA.-ACTION TO ALLEVIATE DISCORD-
INVESTIGATION BY LANGUAGE COMMISSIONER

strife which has developed in the town of Bonnyville,
Alber a, over the implementation of certain segments of
the Official Languages Act, is the minister planning any
action to help alleviate this unhealthy situation?

er, I am somewhat surprised that the bon. member
should say the problem at Bonnyville resulted from
application of the Official Languages Act. There is indeed
some possibility that Bonnyville, like several other locali-
ties, might become a bilingual district, but it is not now
part of a blingual district since no bilingual district
under the Official Languages Act has yet been estab-
lished, and most probably none will be established until
midsummer.

POSSIBLE INCLUSION OF RYE, FLAX AND RAPESEED UNDER
WHEAT BOARD-MEANING OF STATEMENT BY MINISTER

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): May I address a
question to the minister in charge of the Wheat Board in
view of his statement in a release dated April 21, 1971
referring to the decision to bring rye, flax and rapeseed
under the Canadian Wheat Board. He said:

This is a wrong interpretation and I can only say at this
point that the government has taken no decisions to change
the present marketing system for rapeseed or any other grain.

Does this mean that the minister is not going to pro-
ceed with the bill to amend the Canadian Wheat Board
Act or that he is going to withdraw it? Do we put this
interpretation on the statement te made?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Manpower and Immi-
gration): Mr. Speaker, it would certainly be wrong to put
that interpretation on the statement instead of the plain
interpretation which is that the clause in the legislation
is simply enabling legislation and that no decision has
been made to make use of that power.

Mr. Gleave: May I then ask the minister, since be bas
stated he does not intend to put any teeth in this section,
whether he is satisfied with the manner in which the
rapeseed market has been operating?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I doubt whether the ques-
tion as asked is in order. The bon. member bas asked
whether the minister is satisfied with a situation and in
this respect the question is not acceptable.

Mr. S. J. :Korchinski (Mackenzie): A supplementary
question.

I have said nothing about the
form of ascertaining that approval or support although I
am conscious of the fact that the oilseeds marketing
committee, in making its recommendations to me some
months ago, did indicate that a plebiscite was an appro-
priate route.
