It seeks to give a bread cul­
tural background in Literature and History, and from the Social and Bio- 
ogical sciences, On this foundation the Course seeks to provide through 
he study of Philosophy ad Theology, a Christian interpretation of life 

In the third place, the course offers a scientific training in the theo 
and practice of Education as the method by which the Christian ideal ^* 
to be attained. While the Course is planned specifically for ?hc trail 
ing oi leadership for Church School, ard Christian Associations it can 
be easily adapted to suit the needs of students desiring advanced train­
ing a. or General education, or other types of Social Service. The curr 
culum of study will be correlated with a curriculum of observation and 
normal practice particularly no the third, and fourth years,-
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
