At 6 o’clock, thru exhaustion, they had
to subimit to the force of the off-shore
waves, which were heaped up ten feet
high by a4 north wind that was blowing
at thirty"iniles an hour. For more than
half an hdur the yYounhg man and woman

had toiled with the sea, trusting in their

strength. .and  never entertaining ‘a

thought of giving in. Bullen had a dou-

ble paddle, and for thirty long minutes

he had kept the bhow “of &iﬂ canove head-
gap,

ed toward the eastern

Bullen worked as he never worked be-
fore, and the girl who was with him
helped with a single paddle, which she
spooned into the water in an effort to
beat the waves. The twe had left the
city early in the afternoon and had been
paddling for four hours. The air was
invigorating and they had had no
thought of danger until their muscles
became stiff. Both were experts in
handling a canoe, but in the continuous
break of the waves that struck them
lost all control of the canoe, and were
slowly drifting into the lake. One mo-
ment the canoe was standing upright
and a second later it was like a teeter-
‘otter, balanced on the crest of the swell.
Bulleni saw that if he persisted in head-
Ing straight into the waves an upset
would be sure to follow. Iie therefors
ceased his efforts to make the shore. and
instead swung his canoe into the trough
of the waves. He then thought of
hoisting a distress signal and waiting for
help from the island. Lucky for him
he had two or three handkerchiefs in
his pockets. These he brought out .4
all speced, and after tying them together,
he hoisted the signal at the top of his
paddle.

Saw Signal

effort to keep them back, but My, Bulen
says that never while they were in doubt
of being rescued did she show any. sign
of crying.

Mr. Bullen was just as thankful 4o be
safe on land again as his friend. His
canoe was towed around thru the gap,
but he refused to paddle it across the
bay from the island. The canoce was
then tied up and he and the girl came
back to the city ' in the Centre Island
ferry.

NEW YORK. July 25.—8ixty men of
the naval militia bivouacked in the Os-
sining Armory tonight, and will be sia—
ticned outside the Sing-Sing Penitentary
at dayhreak. when 68 second term prison-
ers are to be taken to Auburn Prison, in
the northern part of the state,

Two Incendiary fires were started in
the' prison enclosure within three days,
and 250 prisoners mutinied today. Ugly
rumors of further lawlessness are current
in Ossining. and pieturing the gruesome
possibilities in the event of a general de-
livery of convicts, citizens fmportuned the
town officials to ask for troops.
