Hamilton, Aug. 10.—(Bpecjal.)—The
Joint meeting of the finance committee
and board of works committee tu-ntjﬁ"t
recommended the city council to grant
a 20-year franchise to the Canadian
District Heating Company of this city
to carry on the business of supplying
heat, light and power. The franchise
is to date 20 years from Sept. 1, 1908,
The city engineer is to ba in charge

of the whole work, and may appoint
an inspector at the company's expense.
The company must not tear up the
streets to lay its pipes until its plant
is completed, and then only when it is
approved of by the city engineer. It
cannot erect poles in the streets, except
to carry wires into buildings. Some
of the aldermen thought the company
should pay rental for using the streets,
the same as the Street Rallway
Company does, but it was decided not
to recommend that.
Acquire Water Lotws.

The financeé committee approved of
the board of health’s recommendation
that the city acquire the patents (o
the water lots held by the crown for
the coal oil inlet.

The commiitee has not money to
build the $800 house to sheiter the aerfal
truck asked for by the fire and wates
committee, and the matter was laid
over.

The board of works decided to sell
the gravel pit property to the Roman
Catholic Episcopal corporation for $2500,
to be paild in four annual payments
with interest. The corporation will be
allowed $300 for the portion the .city
will retain.

LIVE MAN USED AS SHIELD.

Piled With Dead as Rampart to
Ward Off Bullets.

Probably not another man alive has
had the terrible experience of Private
Dunning, formerly of the Northumber-
land Fusiliers, whose body was used

as a firing shield by his comrades dur-
ing an affair of outposts in the South
African war, remarks The London
Daily Express.

The Soldiers and Sailors’ Help So~
ciefy, which has done so much good
among disabled solﬁzeu, has been em-
ploying Dunning at light carpentry
work, but he has now become so weak
that it has been necessary to transfer
him to the lighter task of basket-mak-
ing.

He was one of a detachment »f 500
guarding a convoy from Wolmaranstad
to Klerksdorp, which was attacked by
3000 Boers near the latter place.

“I could see nothing but one big man
on a big grey horse, mpving about
among the trees fifty yards away,” he
said. “I thought of nothing but him,
and kept saying to myself. - ‘I must
bring him down.’

“I knelt down and fired carefully-
The big man came down like a shot.
and the grey horse bolted. At the
same instant about a dozen men broke
cover twenty yards away and fired at
me. 1 was hit in several places, and
went down. I was still conscious, but
our men thought I was dead, dna( u
our men thought I was dead, and used
me and the bodies of other men as a
rampart to fire over, until one by one
they were all silenced.

“lI remember some men dragging my
clothes off me later on. They left me
stark naked, but one of them put my
water bottle to my month, and said,

“Good-bye, chap, you're going.”
