Section 6 provides
that “the company shall- IN CONSID-
ERATION OF THE PROVISBIONS OF
SECTION 5 pay to the town treasurer
the sum of $126 per annum per mile of
single track,” etc. d

Now, what is section §? It reads as
follows; . ¢ i

‘““The corporation will, from time to
time; construct, reconstruct and main-
tain ‘in'“repair the street railway por-
tions of the roadway on all streets tra-
versed by the railway system; but not
the tracks, substructure or superstruc-
ture required by said railway.” Y
| Thus by section 5 the burden is
thrown upon the municipality of main-
taining the company's roadway, and
the mileage, instead of being a rental,
is made as a payment for, and condi-
tional upon, the town doing this work;
and thus the door is open to endless
disputes thru which the company se-
renely passes to a perpetual default.

A prominent ratepayer of the corpor-
ation hasg pointed out the following di-
rect and continuous violations of its
agreement on the part of the strest car
company: e

“By section 6 the company is to pay
to the town treasurer e sum of one
hundred and twenty-five dollars per an-
num per mile of single track. This has
not been paid, nor any part thereof,

“By section 21 the kind of cars that
were to be run were to be of approved
design, as epecified in the agreement.
The cars that are actually in operation
are far inferior to the poorest of the
Toronto .cars. \1 "

“By section 26 the company covenant-
ed to extend their tracks ten miles
within five years. from the date of the
agreement. 'Bhis has not been done.
| “By section 31 the company. agree to
| operate their cars on all their branches,
Lambton, Davenport, Weston, Evelyn-
crescent and Dundas-street. They have
not operated their cars on Evelyn-cres-
cent.”

But before any forfeiture can be de-
clared, the company must have thirty
days’ trial, and may rectify the alleged
omissions; and then the agreement re-
quires a bylaw. passed by a two-thirds
vote of the council,
