Winnipeg, Feb. 11.—(Special.)—Hon.
Megsrs. Fielding and Paterson, the Do~
minion Taniff Commissioners, con-
sented to sit for & couple of hours
this morning before taking the train
for Ottawa, to hear a few more agri-
cultural witnesses who desired to put
in testimony. Several more delegates,
representing the Manitoba Farmers’
Institute, were heard, declaring for
free trade, demanding that the duties
be abolished, and asserting that the
duty on wheat and grain was of no
benefit to them. . :

MENNONITES HEARD FROM.

Then came & witness, who had views
totally difrerent. He was R. A, Cul-
ver, who represented the Mennonite
dgarmers, a very important element of
the farming population. tie pointed
out that the Mennonites were staunch
Liberals and had invariably returned
their members. They were strongly
opposed to the removal of the duty on
wneat and grain, belleving such re-
moval would be disastrous to‘their in-
terests.

Mr. Culver then proceeded to pour
hot shot into the ranks of the Farm-
ers’ Institute delegates. He declared
the delegates were agitators or pro-
fessional politicians who represented
but a small percentage of the farmers.
These delegates had decried the coun-
4ry and declared it to be poverty-
stricken. This, the speaker declared,
wae false, and would do the country
more harm than Hon. Mr. Sifton could
offset by immigration efforts in three
years.

After listening to the agitations from
the Farmers' Institute, the speaker
sald he had come to the canclusion
that what this country was poverty-
stricken in was intellect. The speaker
declared that the farmer of Manitoba
had not only this year, but for the
past flve years in his experience, re-
celved more for his wheat than the
farmer of Dakota and other States
across the line. He hoped the com-
missioners would not accept the views
of the Farmers' Institute delegates as
representative of the farmersg of Mani-
toba. Beveral of the Farmers’ Insti-
tute delegates were salaried agitators,
who were forced to keep up the agita-
t'on to retain their salaries. Manitoba
farmers had grievances and hardships
