British Reply to United States on
Request to Have Embargo on
Cattle Raised.

SOME LANDING UNDER RESTRICTIONS

Opening of British Poris to Cana-
dian Live Cattle is Considered
Most Improbable,

Léndon, Dec. 5.—The Board of Agri-
culture has intimated its willingness to
remove the embargo on cattle arriving
from New England ports whenever the
American Department of Agriculture
considers the outbréak is suppressed.
The board issued to-night an order en-
abling the landing of. cattle under cer-
tain restrictions from the steamer Irish-
man, which has arrived at Liverpool
from Boston, the steamers Kansas and
Victoria, due to-day at Liverpool from
Boston, and the steamer Cambrian, due
at London from Boston.

Meantime, the importers here say
that the quarantine has little effect on
the American meat supply, since the
bulk comes from the west, and it is
merely a question of shipping the cattle
by way of Newi York, Instead of
Boston.

Regarding the general question of
opening English ports to Canadian and
Argentine live cattle there is not the
slightest likelihood of the admittance of
Argentine cattle until the Boardg of
Agriculture is satisfled that the foot
and mouth disease has been not only
stamped out in the Argentine Republic
but until the latter establishés an ef-
fectual quarantine against the sur-
rounding infected territory, of which
there is no immediate prospect.

On the other hand the importers

say that the opening of British
ports to Canadian live cattle is not
only improbable, but #f done would
not favornbly affect the English
meat supply, because it is cheaper
to sell Canadian range steers in the
United States and ship them dressed
io England than to import them
alive here to be fattened for the
market.

FISH IN GREAT LAKES.

They Are Steadily Diminishing, in

Spite of Precautions,
S ST

New York., Dec. 5.—The fish in the
Great Lakes are steadily diminishing
in numbers, many persons think, de-
spite the strenuous efforts of the gov-
ernment at re-stocking, and the -pre-
cautions against poaching. M. G.
Lloyd of the Fisheries Department had
a few ‘'words to say about it yesterday.
“Wasteful fishermen and scoundrels
who use dynamite in fishing,”” he as-
serted, ‘‘are doing their best to undo
the  work of the government in re-
stocking the lakes. When it is con-
sidered that hundreds of millions of
pounds of fish are yearly taken from
the lakes by legitimate means, it can
be easily understood how great a
drain on the stotk that is, without
resorting to dynamite in the catch.
The fish are taken so constantly that
the danger of extinction is great. The
government collects . the eggs and
hatches them artificlally, and white-
fish and trout are the principal fish

caught.”
