How It Has Made a Success of Its
Street Railway and Other
Properties.

Guelph, March 3.—(Staff special,)—
Some interesting problems in munici-
pal trading are being worked out by
the people of Guelph. If the munici-
palization of public utilities is prac-
ticable and profitable in the broad sense
they propose to secure the benefit. of
energetic action. To this end a consid-
erable efement Is entering enthusi-
astically into the solution of the
question.

Guelph’s population is 13,000 and tha
assessment for last year was 23 mills,
This is not considered excessive, No
city of equal population in the Domin-~
ion will show as many manufacturing
industries in proportion to the popula-
| tion. There are 30 large companics
engaged in producing articlés of com=
merce from the raw material here, and
| some half a dozen others closing deais
for suitable locations. It is suggest.d
that no' inconsiderable portion of the
increcased taxes imposed is due to the
bonuses paid to secure these important
factories., Apparently, the principle
of municipal trading appeals to ihe2
commercial spirit that dominates the
¢ity. The cash pay rolls of these fac-
tories aggregate a tremendous sun:.
To this is ‘assigned mruch of the city's
prosperily and the increasing price of
real estate. Considered in the light ot
these developments, the theorles ad-
vanced in the interest of publi¢ owner-
ship of “urgent” utilities appear to be
workable here, -

Street Railway Acquired,

The street railway system has been
recently acquired. KExperience . with
transportation problems hag taught
the people of Guelph the value of such
things. It was in 1885 that the ex-
actions of the Grand Trunk forced th=
business men to construct the 15 miles
of line connecling the city with the
C.P.R. Two hundred thousand dollars
were expended in this venture. The de-
bentures were igsued for 20 years at 5
per cent. They will mature 1 two
years, and it is expected they can he
renewed for 3 3-4, the interest at which
it is intended to float the bonded in-
debtedness of the street railway plan*,
The city has received 40 per cent. of
the gross receipts of the railread and
the company the balance, Last year,
for the first time, the city's share ex-
ceeded the interest on the bonds., It
was G per cent. then, and last year the
increased earnings were $2000 in excess
of the previous year. Therefore, it is
calewlated that the revenue from this
source will shortly comstitute a sub-
stantial sinking fund for the redemp-
