KAMIMURA’S REPORT.

Tokio, Aug. 15.—(Delayed in trans- |

mission)—Admiral "Kamimura dn his
detailed report of last Sunday's vic-
tory of the Vladivostock squadron says:

“At dawn Sunday morning the ar-
moured cruisers ldsamo, Qapt. Ijicni;
the Adsuma, Caput, Fuji; the Tokiwa,
Capt. Yochimatsu; and the Iwater,Capt.
Taketomi, while engaged in a scarcn
off Fusan, Korea, discovered three of
the Vladivostock squadron steaming
southward. Seeing us, the enemy en-
deavored to flee northward. We im-
mediately closed their retreat. The en-
gagement opened at 5.23 a.m.

“The Rurik, being the slowest of the
enemy’s - vessels, was constantly left
behind, and she formed a target for
cur incessant fire. The Rossia and the
Gromoboi gallantly attempted several
times to protect the Rurik. They fre-
quently returned to the |[Rurik, and,
when united, the three advanced to-
gether.

“Our fleet thus had the advantage

of pouring its® fire from a formation
in the shape of a letter T, The on-
emy’'s ships were seen tg be on fire
several times, showing thereby that
they were heavily damaged. The #u-
rik was finally disabled and her fire
weakened. She began lowering !n the
water, listing to port. The Rossia and
Gromoboi finally abandoned the Rurik.
Just then our fourth detachment, con-
sisting of the protected cruisers Nani-
wa, Capt. Wada, and the Tahachiho,
Capt. Mori, having been seen attacking
the Rurik, our squadron |pursued the
Rossia and Gromoboi. Severe fighting
continued for se veral hours,

“The Rossia and Gromoboi escaped to
the northward at full speed. At 10.10
a.m. our squadron changed its course

to the starboard and went south in

gearch of the Rurik. In the meantime
the Ruri had been sunk Our ships

Ald Andrews Surprises the Board of
Trade With Straight Figures.

Brantford, Aug. 16.—(Specjal.)—The
fight for the municipal telephone be-

aldermen who have the project most at
heart are pushing it right ahead.

This afternoon Ald. Andrews, a mem-
ber of the special telephone committee,
addressed the council of the board of
itrade on the municipal telephone. The

alderman gave out some surprising sta-
tistics. He estimated that the cost for
Brantford of a 500-phone exchange, with
capacity for an additional 500 subscrib-
ers, would be $37,500. The expenditures,
including everything, were estimated at
$9000 a year. The receipts, he stated,
would be $10,000 annually, supposing
the same number of phones were used
as the Bell Company operates,

The business phones were placed at
$25 a year, and the residence phones at

15, meaning a saving to subWeribers
alone of $3750 a year., The net gain of
the scheme for the city would thus be
$1000 a year. The expenditures included
all running expenses and a yearly pay-
ment on debentures for interest and
principal of $2759.25.

By such a scheme, said Mr. Andrews,
the city could have everything. paid
for in twenty years, besides a surplus.
The council heartily thanked the alder-
man for his explanations. It is likely

Both bricklayers and laborers, how-
ever, will be able to work for those of
the bosses who pay the scala. Yes-
terday nearly 80 permits were issued
to different companies and contractors
allowing the men to work for I3 cents
per hour. Among these companies were
the Street Railway and the Consumears’
Gas Co. The city will also nay the
demanded rate, for the officials say
that the Berkeley-street fire hall, which
is the only job on at present, must be
finished as soon as possible. Amonz
the contractors who have announced
their willingness to pay the rate are
two members of the Builders’ Ex
change. They are A. Wickens and
Thos. Brick. They are said to be liable
to a fine of $200 by their orgauixzation.

EOITOR OF “TAGEBLATT”
A VISITOR 10 CANADA
10 PROVE

After Tour Thru West Finds This

Country Fine Field for German
Emigration,

Herr A. Wagner, editor of the well-
known and influential Berlin newspa-
per, The Tageblatt, i{s at present resi-
dent in the King Edward. He is now
on his return journey after spending
some considerable time investigating
for himself the natural conditions. of
the Canadian west and its advantages
as a fleld for German emigration, It
is his intention also to examine the
central and eastern states, and with

days in Ontario visiting the chief
towns, the peninsula and the northern
region. In all, his tour of inspection
will cover a pertod of four or five
months.

A World man waited on Herr Wag-
ner yesterday for the purpose of hear-
ing from his own lips an explanation
of his self-imposed task, and also his
views on current European affairs. The
German editor is a man of middle age,
with a keen, alert and vigorous person-
algty, and thoroly up to date. An Aus-
trian by birth, he has been for thirty
years in journalism, seventeen of them
in Germany, and has edited new3spa-
pers in Vienna, Stuttgart and Strass-
bprg before his removal to the Prus-
sian capital. He apologized for .ais
English, explaining that he read it
} ﬂueptly, but had not had much oppor-
tunity of its practical use. Except,
however, for hjs German idiom and
occasional inability to hit upon the

need of apology, and he found no diili-
culty in expressing himself in fluent
and lucid speech.

Herr Wagner has been interested in
German emigration for a good many
years, and deplored the choice of Bra-
zil, which has been made by so many
of the people. They are, he said, sent
to the plantations and many succumnbd
in two, three or four years. ‘“‘My at-
tention was drawn to Canada, and I
| satisfied myself - that it offered a far
better field for German emigrants,
These views I expressed in a series of
articles in my paper, but I was met
with the objection that as I had nevar
been to Canada, I could know nothing
of the country or its resources. You
must know,” said Herr Wagner, with
a laugh, ‘“that Canada to most Ger-
mans is another Siberia, a waste of
desert and: snow for eight months of
the year.

GEORGIA MOB BURNS NEGROES
MILITARY 6UARD OVERPOWERED
HAD BAYONETS BUT NO BULLETS

Were Two Convicted Prisoners
of 18 on Trial for

Murder.

“Statesboro, Ga., Aug. 16.—With cloth-
ing saturated with kerosene, writhing
and twisting in their agony, scream-
ing to Heaven for the mercy that the
mob wouldz’ not show, Paul Reed and
Will Cato, negroes, two of the prin-
cipals 'in the murder and burning of
Henry Hodges and wife and three of
their children, six miles from States-
boro, three weeks ago, were burned at
the stake to-day. At 121 this after-

noon a determined mob charged on
the court house, overpowered the mili-
tary gnard, secured Cato and Reed,
who had been found guilty after a
legal trial and sentenced to be hanged,
took them two miles from Statesboro
and there burned them alive.

The climax came quickly and unex-
pectedly. |(The forenoon had passed
quietly, the trial of Paul Reed, the
ringleader in the murder, being con-
cluded and ‘a verdict of guilty rendered.
Both he and Will Cato, found guilty
the day {before were sentenced 10
hang Sept. 9.

Soldiers Repulsed.

In the dorridors (the agitation be-
gan when the spectators left the court
room, and from the lawn outside many
entered . thé hallways. Shortly before
1 o'clock the crowd was addressed by
a tall man, who called ion those ahout
him to follow him. Captain Hitch of
the Ogletharpe Light Infantry, in com-
mand .of; the forces, realized that the
situation was desperate.’ He ‘posted
guards on each of the stairways that
led to the floor above, where the prison-
ers were confined. With fixed bayonets,
but unloaded rifles, the guards stood.
The mob surged toward them, but were
repulsed several times.

Capitnred the Guards.

During the excitement some twentv-
five men crowded around the gnards
and before they could be prevented
they had wrested their weapons from
two of them and thrown open the
breach . blpcks. The weapons K were
empty. The captured soldiers were
held prisoners. The same policy was
followed with others of the soldiers.
Man after man, caught isolated, was
relieved of! his rifle after a struggla.

One young soldier of the Oglethorpe
Light Infantry never surrendered. He
fought his way thru his captors and
out on the jawn, A weapon was raised
to strike him.

“Shame!”  shouted the crowd, and
struck down the man who had raised
the weapon. Then they threw them-
selves upon the boy and overpowered
him. The small guard about the pri-
soners withdrew into the room and
ctpsed the |door. The mob burst it in
and the prisoners were at their mercy.

Told to Confess.

Cato, Reed, Handy Bell and the other
prisoners cowered before the crowd.
They dragged Cato and Reed out. Reed
was ‘taken| down one stairway with a
rope about his neck and Cato dowa
