O’Fhe market thruout was fairly steady
for all classes of cattle, and closed
moderately strong with prospects favor-
able for a continuation of the present
prices. Hogs were firm at 1lc, off cars,
while the outlook for sheep was un-
doubtedly lower. Lambs are said to be
due to go slightly higher, the demand
being fairly strong.

While some of the commission houses
were disposed to look upon the market
as slow and draggy this view of the sit-
uation was not reflected in the prices
which, especially for the better class of
butchers’ cattle, continued to hover
around the $10 per cwt. mark, a thing
unparalleled in the history of the Can-
edinn cattle trade unt!l within the last
fortnight or so. Best heavy steers were
in demand at from $0.70 to $9.85, and
butchers’ at from $9.50 to $9.75: best
cows brought from $8.25 to $8.50; .good
cows from $7.75 to 88, and medium from
$6.75 to $7.35; best bulls were quoted nt
from $8.35 to $8.65, while the market for
hest feeders was said tn he good at from
$8.26 to $8.50;- milch cows sold nt
from $80 to $100. The run, of course,
was, as stated, only a moderate one, and
the bulk of the offerings were cleared up
with a few good left-over lots held over
for specific reasons.
