sharp_est lesson administered by the
government to the concentrated wealth
of the country since Andrew Jackson
withdrew the government deposits
from the United States Bank.

The new currency bill which will be
recommended by the president is bas-
ed upon the fundamental principle that
the government of the United States
and no other power can issue and re-
gulate the currency of the country.
For vears the bankers of the United
States have been engaged .in a con-
spiracy to wrest from Uncle Sam the
sovereign power of issuing money, and
in working out this conspiracy they
are credited with having brought on
the panic of 1907. Since then they
have been insistent upon such changes
in the banking and currency laws as
would enable the banks and not the
government to control the- currency.
The bill now made public ghould sat-
isfy the banks in so far as it provides
elasticity, but it does not satisfy them
at all. Neither will it - satisfy the
stand-patters on the tariff question,
who are hoping for a financial panic
to turn the Democratic party out of
power. It will be hard to got up finan-
cial panics hereafter by hoarding or
hiding the currency of the country,
and it will be almost impogzible here-
after to concentrate nearly all the
money in the country .in the City of
