CHANGES AT McGILL

Dr. Harriss Resigns from Con- 
servatorium of Musicc—Hun­
garian Musicians Engaged.

(Montreal Witness, Thursday.)
At a meeting of the board of govern­

ors of McGill University yesterday, the 
resignation was announced by Dr. Char­
les A. Harriss) the director of the Con- 
servatorium of Music. Dr. Hariss has giv­
en his services free of charge to the in­
stitution for three years, and it is stated 
that he has resigned because he found it 
inconvenient together with his other du­
ties to supervise the work of the Conser­
va torium from his residence in Ottawa. 
Principal Peterson will sail for England 
tomorrow, and it is understood that he 
will look for some competent musician 
te take Dr. Harriea’s place.

The governors some time ago decided 
to run the Conservatorium along new lines 
confining the staff to a smaller number 
ofl teachers, who will identify themselves 
more thoroughly with the institution.

The Conservatorium is to he strength­
ened by the addition of two artiste of in­
ternational reputation in the persons of 
Dezso Nemes, the Hungarian violinist, 
now residing in the United States,, and 
Madame Melitta Nemes, whose services 
the hoard of governors of McGill Univer­
sity yesterday decided to secure in con­
nection with the teaching staff. Monsieur 
Nemes, who is a graduate of the Paris 
Conservatoire, and his wife, a graduate of 
the Leipzig Conservatoire and pupil of 
Anton Rubens te in, have both performed 
on the Continent, as well as in England 
and in several of the largest cities of 
America. Everywhere their art was the 
subject of favorable comment, and in the 
case of London, England, Boston, and 
Mew York, it was- rated very high. In 
1902 Monsieur Dezso Nemes gave a violin 
recital at the Salle Erard, in London, un­
der royal patronage, and also performed 
at the English court. The two artiste are 
not unknown to Montreal, having per­
forated here two years ago in a concert 
given at the Windsor Hall by Miss Ada 
Crossley. For some time the McGill Uni­
versity authorities have been looking to 
Monsiyir Dezso to introduce a higher 
class of chamber music at the Conservat­
orium especially in the violin department.

Monsieur Nemes will be assisted' in the 
department of violin music by Miss Jus- 
ten Sawyer, gold medallist of the Royal 
Academy of Music of London, whose ser­
vices have also been engaged.

The governors accepted conditionally 
the resignation of Dr. Wilkins as profes­
sor of histology. So far Dr. Wilkins has 
fulfilled the functions of professor of med­
ical jurisprudence and histology in the 
medical faculty. He asked the board to re­
lieve him of his duties as professor of 
histology, owing to his advancing years, 
and because he thought it would be bet­
ter to let a younger man take charge of 
the course at this stage, so that his suc­
cessor might have a chance to make his 
own plans for the new department of his­
tology which is to be organized in the new 
medical building.

Representatives of the medical faculty 
recommended that while accepting his res­
ignation, the board request Dr. Wilkins 
to continue in the capacity of professor 
of histology till other provisions be made. 
This recommendation was adopted by the 
board, so that IJr. Wilkins will remain a 
member of the medical faculty and keep 
up his couree on histology till some one is 
found to take his place.
