Railroad accident i.v England.—The London

“ A sliocking accident occurred yesterday after­
noon on the railway to the crystal palace, from a col­
lision with an engine taking water on the line. Four 
second class carriages and one first class were smash­
ed to pieces, and among the ruins wore at least 40 to 
60 human beings. The escape of a single person alive 
amounts almost to a miracle, for hardly a more frigut- 
ful place could be found on the whole line for such 
an accident. Several persons had arms and limbs 
fractured, four of whom died within a few minutes, 
and several arc now lying in the hospitals, who \\ ill 
hardly recover. Among the former was the Rev. Mr. 
Welles, a young clcr ymau of much promise, who 
hud just been married."
