Hugh Hamilton of Moncton, on Janu-
lary 19th last, sailing from New York
via the West Indian route. After

| reached. Mr. Hamilton took the Holy
‘Land trip but Father Savage, who had
| previously visited the sacred sites and
{was anxious to see other sections of

{inspected the outer enclosures of the
famous coffin. These were seen in a
 museum in Cairo. The body of the
| young Egyptian monarch is still being
guarded against the curious gaze of
everybody.

Local Dealers Speak of Pos-
sibilities Following British
Shutdown

A despatch to The Times-Star from
Cardiff, Wales, this morning announced
that ports of South Wales had been

ordered to suspend exportation of coal
and that ships which had already sailed ‘
were being ordered by wireless to re-1
turn. This was taken, the despatch |
| said, to mea nthat the Government has |
‘taken over the control of the coal sup-

plies.
LOCAL SITUATION

A canvass of several of the local coal |
dealers brought the information that
Consumers Coal Co. Litd. were the only
one that imported Welsh coal by ship-.
loads at this time of year. A represen-
lmtive of the company said that they
‘had just had two small steamers in|
| with this class of fuel and they had a
| fair supply on hand. However, he said
it might mean no further shipments
cculd be secured and this would stop
the arrival of several vessels for the
company during the summer.
