Prince Camporeale, Duke of Adragnn, 
who was at the time attached to the Ital­
ian legation at Washington.

Hie only sister, Her Serene Highness 
Dona Maria, was the wife of Prince Bue- 
low. Hie mother, Donna Laura, was a 
daughter of the historic Angio-Itaiian 
house of Acton. Prince • Camporeale, by 
reason of bis former residence in Wash­
ington, is regarded in Rome ae an expert 
on American affairs. Dona Laura, during 
her entire life, but especially after becom­
ing the wife of Marco Minghetti, (who at 
the time of their marriage was prime min­
ister of Italy) was known as one of the 
most discussed women in Europe, her sa­
lon at Rome enjoying an absolutely inter­
national reputation.

An intimate friend of Dowager Queen 
Margherita, she, a» the widow of a man, 
who' was a member of the Order of the 
Annunciate, ranked herself as a “titular 
cousin of the sovereign,” As a scion of 
the house of Acton, it of course goes with­
out saying that Dona Laura spoke Eng­
lish ae her mother tongue.

The ActO’ie, who are an old Shropshire 
family, and received ' a baronetcy from 
Charles I., have always had foreign affi­
liations. Joseph Acton was a general 
and prime minister &
King of Naples. Fob: 
admirals in the Neapolitan or Italian na­
vies. Another Acton became a cardinal, 
and prime minister of ; the Kingdom of 
Naples. Sir Ferdinand Acton married the 
only daughter and heiress of the last Duke 
of Dalberg and, he dying five years later, 
his widow married the late Lord Gran­
ville; who entrusted the education of his 
young stepson, SirVphn, afterwards Lord 
Aston, first to Càrdfpsl Wiseman 
terwarde to the Celebrated Doctor Dol- 
linger, in Muriich, thé founder of the de­
nomination known as the Old Catholics.

His pupil, young Sir John Acton, be- 
imbued with his ideas and disting­

uished himself in 1869 and 1870, by hie 
hostility to the doctrine of papal infalli­
bility. This Sir John who in 1869 was 
elevated to the peerage as Baron Acton, 
married the German Countess Marie Ar- 
co-Valley. He was lord in waiting to 
Queen Victoria and a great favorite of 
Empress Frederick of Germany. His eon, 
the second baron is in the diplomatic ser­
vice, and hfyg been attached, ae secretary, 
to the British legations in Berlin, Vien­
na, Madrid and the Hague. He is married 
to the daughter of T. F. Lyon of Apple- 
ton Hall, Cheshire, and has several chil­
dren. The family name is Delberg-Acton.

Londoners witnessed a strange eight on 
Thursday last. A tribe of Zingaris, or 
continental Gypsies, assembled at the 
Charing Cross station, dressed in the 
bright colored and curiously cut garments 
that their kind in the southeast of Eu­
rope effect and, laden with burnished cop­
per pots and pans and bundles of various 
shapes and sizes, boarded the train for 
Dover, there to shake the dust of Eng­
land from their sandals and embark for 
kindler skies. The customs of Great 
Britain were decidedly uncongenial to 
these nomads. They could not under­
stand why the health authorities should 
insist upon their indulging in an occas­
ional wash and clean-up, and obeying even 
the rudimentary rules of hygiene. The 
regulations against unrestricted dirt be­
came irksome to -them, so they donned 
their best finery, packed up their belong­
ings and made off for a clime where they 
can do as they please and not be interfer­
ed with, animated, possibly, by that spir­
it of their race which in early times 
rise to their name of “Touch-me-nots.” 
powever this may be, I will not venture 
into a discussion of the origin of these 
peculiar people, who are supposed, by many 
of those who have delved into ancient his­
tory, to have corné from India, and, after 
wandering through Persia, Asia Minor,
Egypt, Turkey, and the south east of Eu­
rope, found their way into every country, 
the bulk of them, however, remaining in 
Hungary and adjacent territories where 
they seem to feel more at home than any­
where else.

It will be remembered that in 1907, Ger­
many, at the instance of the Kaiser, made 
a determined effort to get rid of them, 
the Prussian prime minister giving special 
instructions to suppress the “Gypsy nui­
sance.” It seems a pity that the Kaiser 
did not have the knowledge gained from 
recent events in England. If he had in­
sisted upon the Gypsies washing them­
selves regularly, . and had appointed a 
Prussian bureaucrat to see that they car­
ried out the law to the letter, all the 
Zingari would quickly have left the coun­
try, bag and baggagè, of their own ac­
cord.

In Rumania they enjoyed exceptionally 
good treatment, although a large propor­
tion of them were tied down to the land, 
prevented from wandering, and reduced 
to the condition of serfs. 'It is from this 
class that the Gypsy bands and Zingari 
orchestras that attract ao much attention 
in America, are derived.

Their treatment by the Kaiser's govern­
ment as “undesirable aliens,” and the 
British regulations regarding soap-andwat- 
er, may seem harsh in these days, but 
they are kindness itself compared to the 
treatment these wanderers received in the 
middle ages. In Austria they were put to 
death wherever found, in Scotland their 
mere presence in the kingdom was a capi­
tal crime; while under an old English 
statute, which was repealed only 
100 years ago, it was a felony, “without province along political lines as well as in 
benefit of c 1 e vox _ ’ ' merely to associate with other ways.
