Bes
hind the President’s chair hung a huge
tapestry, bearing the German coat of
arms, which was incased in laurel in-
terwoven with the Republican colors
of black, red and gold. The Presi-
dent’s table was covered with a large
Republican flag.

The
General was stricken suddenly -yester-
day with an attack of Uraemia.

Charles Marie Emmanuel Mangin
was born at Sarrebourg, on July 6,

1 1866.

His temporary rank of General was
made permanent just before his bril-
liant attack at Verdun in October,

1916.
WAS EXONERATED:

Lagter he became involved in the bit-
ter controversy which followed the
\costly victory on the Aisne in the
spring of 1917, -and was deprived of
his command of the Sixth Army. A
commission of inquiry, however, exon-
erated him from ‘blame, and he was
reinstated by Clemenceau, In July,
1918, in conjunction with General De-
goutte, he carried out the great counter
offensive against the Germans which
brought the first of the final series of
allied successes.

After the war, he was made a mem-
ber of the Superior War Council, and
was decorated with the Grand Cross
of the Legion of Honor.
