Municipal Council to Be Asked
to Provide Home for Advanced
Cases of Tuberculosis— The
Need of It

s

A matter of deep importance to St.
John city and county as well as beyond
these limits is to be ‘brought before the
county council at tomorrgw afternoon’s
session. Two delegations ‘Wil be heard
urging upon the councillors the necessity
for the establishment of an institution
in which will be placed and cared for
people suffering from tuberculosis in an
advanced stage. {

One delegation will be composed of
three doctors members of'the St. John
Medical Association, and the other will
comprise three members of the St. John
Association for the Prevention of Tub-
erculosis. Much importance is attached,
to the project that they will put forward!
for the reason it is contended, that it is
absolutely necessary 'in order to wage suc-|
cessfully the battle against the white
plague, to isolate the advanced cases, and
in this way put a check on the spread of .
infection. }

Moreover it will be told to the council-
lors that there is no such place at pres-|
ent for the care of these unfortunates, |
and the sufferers must remain in their|
homes where members of their families|
and others are in constant contact with |
the disease.

The committees will not be without!
specific instances to recount in support of
what they propose. A Times reportér |
was told today of several such cases in|
which nothing could be done to save the|
patient, and which had become centres|
of infection. {

The delegations will ask the municipal |
council to provide an imstitution where|
advanced cases in the city and county!
can be cared for and it is felt that with
St. John in the lead, the example will be
followed by other municipalities.

The: city of Mentreal is moving in the
direction of a home for advanced cases of
tuberculosis. At a meeting held last
week, shocking conditions were shown to|
exist, and Lt..Col..-Burland stated that,
he looked forwhrd to-the time when the!
government and municipal authorities
would appreciate to a greater degree their‘l
duty towards the community in regard|
to the stamping out of tuberculosis. There |
was a crying need in Montreal, he said, |
for a home for those who were in the|
grip ‘of this disease. The Kind Edward|
Institute was doing-all it could under the
circumstances, but its work had, neces-
sarily, its limitations.
