Eggs
and butter were quite scarce, and brought
high prices, butter selling at 21 and 22
by the tub 26.and 27 by the roll, while

eggs retailed at 27 cents per doz.

The Amherst Burglars.

The following information dated 14th
October, instant, has been made hefore
Magistrate Ritchie by Inspector John
‘Weatherhead of the city police force, on
oath— !

Who saith that he, this deponent, sus-
pects and believes, that William J, Mec-
Donald, on the second day of October, in
the year of our Lord one thousand eight
hundred and eighty-nine, at the city of
Saint John, in the City and County of
st. John, did feloniously and wilfully,
and of malice of forethought kill and
murder one Catherine H. Macrae, con-
trary to the Statute in such cases made
and provided, and against the peace of
Our Lady the Queen, Her Crown and
dignity.

And deponent’s reagons for such sus-
picions and belief are:—-

Tirst—That on the day last aforesaid
the said Catherine H. Macrae the wife of
the Reverend Donald Macrae, died sud-
denly, and upon & post mortem examin-
ation being had it was ascertained that
an active poisou, known as strychnine,
was the gause of her death.

Second—At the Coroner’s inquest now
being held for the purpose of investigat-
ing the cause of the death of the said
Catherine H. Macrae it appears upon
oath, that upon the day last aforesaid a
package of confectionaryaddressed “Rev.
Donald Macrae city” was receiv-d at the
St. John post office having been deposit-
ed e‘ther in the receiving box at
the said ‘post office or in one of the
post office boxes outside of the post office
and within the city of St. John, and was
delivered by 4 letter carrier in the or-
dinary course of his busines at the resi-
dence of the said Reverend Donald
Macrae.

Third—The said Reverend Donald
Macrae being absent at the time the
said package was delivered; the same
was received by the said Catherine H
Macrae, and by her opened,
and the said Catherine H Mac-
rae, as deponent believes, believ-
ing the said confectionary was intended
for the members of the family of the
said Rev. Donald Macrae, then ate a por-
tion of the contents of the said box, al-
most immediately became ill, and in a
short time died. ~ Fourth—That the con-
tents of the said box having been exam-
ined by a competent analyist the pre-
sence of strychnine in dangerous quanti-
ties was discovered.

Fifth—That the box in which the said
confectionary was contained is identical
in pattern and make with those to be
found in the wholesale drug store of
Messrs. T. B. Barker & Sons, 1n this city
of St. John, and are not so far as depon-
ent can ascertain in stock in other es-
tablishments in this city.

Sixth—That from a box which con-
tained eight bottles of strychnine one
bottle had been abstracted and the box
placed under a number of other boxes
with the broken end away from view,
and the said missing bottle cannot be
accounted for.

Seventh—That the said William J, Mc-
Donald i3 in the employ of the firm of T.
B. Barker & Sons and that his daily em-
ployment ceases at six o'clock, after
which hour, except by request he is not
supposed to be in the establishment, but
notwithstanding his employment ceases
at six o’clock, he has of late been known
to have been in said establishment at
later hours,and obtained access by means
of a key not given to him by the said
firm, and which he had no right to have
in his possession,

Eighth—That during the day time he
could readily obtain the said bottle
of strychnine, the absence of which can-
not be accounted for, and in the night
time when he was improperly in thesaid
establishment he was seenin the locality
where the said strychnine was ke;}t.

Ninth—That the said Wm. J. Mc-
Donald was arrested on the fifth day of
October, instant,—That between the said
third day of October and the said fifth
day of October, the said Wm. J. Mec-
Donald’s cBnduct and actions were so
strange as to excite suspicions of the
employes in the said establishment that
the act of sending the said poisoned
candy was done by him.

Tenth—That the handwriting of “the
address on the said box in character,
though disguised, strongly resembles the
handwriting of the said William J.
McDorald. -

William J. McDonald was brought be-
fore the Police Magistrate this afternoon,
and after pleading “not guilty” was re-
manded until Monday morning at 11
o’clock.

THE CHART OF OUR IIARBOR.

Corrected Coples to be Sent to the
British Admiralty and to the Ane
dersoms,

A committee of the Council of the
Board of Trade, consisting of the presid-
ent, Mr. W. H. Thorne, and Messrs. R.
Cruikshank and Vroom, met with Sheriff
Harding at the office of the Board of
Works in the Custom House building this
morning, for the purpose of taking into
consideration the communications of
Anderson & Co., London, and Capt. Hall,
referred to in yesterday’s GAZETTE, in re-
gard to the depth of water in the chan-
nel at the entrance into this harbor. The
Admiralty chart of the harbor of St. John
now in use is from suryeys made in the
year 1844 by Lieuts. Harding and Kort-
right, under the orders of Capt. W.E.- W.
Owen, R. N. The soundings given on this
chart differ very materially from those
on the chart of the harbor which is
attached to the report of the special com-
mittee of the St. John Board of Trade in
regard to the Bay of Fundy and the har-
bor of 8t: John, published in 1887. This
fact was made apparent to Anderson &

“| Co. when,they came to investigate the

matter and it was by them brought to
the notice of the Admiralty. “The object
of the Andersons in writing to our Board
of Trade on the subject was to ascertain
which chart of the ~harbor of St. John,—
that issued b{3 the Admiralty or that
issued by the Board of Trade, was the
correct one. The object of the committee
this morning was to verify the correct-
ness of the chart of the Board of Trade,
and this they have been able to do by
the most conclusive evidence, the evid-
ence of the Dominion engineers who sur-
vgg'ed the _harbor in 1874 and again]in
1887.

The Admiralty chart shows a number
of shallow places in the channel between
the Beacon light and Partridge Island
which do not now exist. There is-one
knoll represented on the chart on which
only six feet ofswater is shown, there is
another farther in on which only 9 feet
is shown, and there is a third of large
extent 200 yards in length and 100 yards
in width on which the depth at dead low
water, spring tides, is placed at from 12
to 15 feet. - None of these shallow places
in the channel exists at the present time,
In 1874 a very careful survey of the
harbor was made by the Dominion fov-
ernment under the direction of Mr. H. F.
Perley,C.E. and those shallow places were
not found. In 1887 a supplementary sur-
vey was made by Mr. Perley at which
the soundings were found to
be substantially the same
as in 1874, but the shallow places shown
on the Admiralty chart were not dis-
covered. Thisisa clear proof that if
such shallow places existed in 1844
they do not exist now, Copies of
these surveys are now in the office of
the Board of Works here, and it was
from them that Sheriff Harding, who
wasthen president of the Board of Trade,
prepared his chart which accompanied
he vindicatory report of 1887. The

surveys in 1874 and 1887, and they will s

forward this copy to Anderson & Co.
They will also request the Dominion
government tosend & certified copy of
this chart to the British Admiralty. %he
result will, no doubt, be a new survey of
the harbor of St. John by the British

naval authorities, and the correction of | Hatfield

all the Admiralty charts in accordance
with the existing state of things.

Thus an official grepresentation which
has done grave injustice to St.John harbor
will be withdrawn, and the prestige of
the port increased to & corresponding ex-
tent. The Board of Trade are to be com-
mended for their prompt action in this
matter.
