“Coming north \ye made a leisurely 
trip around Southern California, visit­
ing Redlands, Riverside and other 
towns in the citrus belt and also sev­
eral of the beach resorts, before re­
turning to Los Angeles, from which 
city we headed up the coast to Santa 
Barbara. After a short stay at this 
mission resort we came north to San 
Francisco, staying over at a number of 
places, including Paso Robles and 
Monterey. From San Francisco . we 
eame north to Oregon by way of Stock- 
ton and th'e Sacramento valley. While 
the roads in Southern California were 
often bad those in the north, of the 
state proved worse, especially when we 
tackled the stretch between Redding 
and Dunsmuir. Our troubles in this 
direction increased the further north 
we came and a very heavy strain was 
put on the car climbing the grades over 
the Siskiyou mountains in the south­
ern part of Oregon. This road is a toll 
road and we were assessed $1.50 for the 
privilege of bumping over its ruts and 
plunging into its mud-holes.

“From this onoto Portland the roads 
were alternately-. •>good and bad, but 
close in to the city the running was 
good. We arrived in Portland in time 
for the rose carnival, which we enjoy­
ed immensely, and then started from 
Vancouver, on the other side of the 
Columbia river, for Seattle. A thing 
that struck me as remarkable was that 
Mrs. Todd and myself, with our car 
and baggage, were freighted acrôss the 
broad river on the ferry at a total cost 
of eighteen cents. When I paid the 
ferryman with two dimes he started to 
dig up the two cents change. From 
Vancouver to Chehalis we went over 
the worst roads of the whole trip and 
were well shaken up before we got to 
Seattle.

“Mrs. Todd and myself enjoyed the 
trip, which covered somewhere about 
5.060 miles, immensely. I would ad­
vise anybody who wished to repeat to 
start as far south as possible so that 
the greater part of the trip would be 
made with the sun at the back. It is 
certainly for from comfortable to drive 
a car for days with the sun in one’s 
eves. Another thing that was forced 
upon me was the necessity of starting 
early in the morning and making a 
long day’s run. By doing this one has 
the advantage of the cool morning and 
evenings and can afford plenty of Lime 
to rest where, if a short run is made 
each day. it is always during the most 
disagreeable time when the sun is 
high.

“I noticed on the trip that automo­
biles are treated with much more con­
sideration in the American States than 
in British Columbia. The rules of the 
road are enforced in the cities and even 
in the crowded, streets of Los Angeles 
there are few accidents. This is in 
marked contrast with Victoria, where 
the public does not seem to take kindly 
to automobiles and where accidents 
are often nearly brought 
through disregard of the 
the roads by pedestrians and by the 
drivers of horse vehicles. I feel safe In 
saying that it is easier to drive a car 
through the traffic filled streets of Los 
Angeles or San Francisco than through 
the streets of Victoria and with much 
less risk.

“The people of Southern California 
have realized the fact that this is the 
age of the automobile and are going to 
spend $20,000,000 on a good roads move­
ment during the next few years. The 
states of Oregon and Washington are 
conducting similar movements. At the 
same time I saw no place on the whole 
trip that compared with Victoria as an 
automobiling 
interesting runs about this city than 
anywhere else, even where they have 
provided attractions especially for au­
tomobiling. I think that, with im­
proved roads and with new roads 
touching places at present inaccessible 
to autos., this city will eventually be­
come the place par excellence for au- 

1 tomobiling on the Pacific coast. While 
running up what is known as the 
Rubidoux mountain road at Riverside 
it struck me that we might make a 
similar attraction at Cedar Hill. If the 
read were improved to that point arid 
a winding auto road constructed to the 
top where a few totem poles and relics 
could be scattered around we would 
have an infinitely better attraction than 
dusty Rubidoux.”

LossCanyon City, Ore., July 7.—Deputy 
Sheriff Joseph Casady, who with four 
other men was convicted 
lynched Ollie Snyder, a man whom 
Casady was taking back to Heppner 
to face a charge of murder, is under 
sentence to be hanged on September 
2nd. He will be taken to the Oregon 
penitentiary at Salem to-morrow.

Emmett Shields, Earl Shields, Albert 
Green and Ben Vinton, co-defendants, 
have already been sentenced to life im­
prisonment for the crime. They were 
convicted of second degree murder.

Casady’s conviction of murder in the 
first degree was brought about, it is 
said, on account of the fact that he 
was an officer of the law and Snyder 
was supposed to be under his protec­
tion.

Snyder had killed a sheep herder 
named Green in a quarrel over a dog 
at Heppner. Casady, who has a repu­
tation as a sure shot gun man, was 
detailed to capture him. He hunted the 
fugitive all over eastern and central 
Oregon during the winter until he fin­
ally caught him near Canyon City.
