Story of Wreck.

Portland, Ore., Feb. 15.—The surviv­
ors of the American ship Emily Reid, 
111 days out from Newcastle, N. S. W. 
coal laden, which went ashore on the 
Oregon coast, with a loss, of 10 lives, 
were brought to Bay City this morn­
ing and are now quartered at resi­
dences in that town. The ship will be 
a total loss as well as the cargo ot 2,- 
110 tons of coal

The vessel was consigned to the Pa­
cific Coast Coal Company at Portland. 
Owing to the long passage of the ship 
twenty-five per cent, reinsurance was 
offered on her. During the last few 
days heavy weather has prevailed off 
the Oregon and California coast.

The chronometers of the Emily Reid 
were out of order the master worked 
her too close to the shore before he 
discovered his error. Captain Kessel 
was endeavoring to make Tillamook 
rock. He was correcting his latitude 
hut was too far to the eastward. 
When he discovered his position it was 
too late to wear ship and she struck 
on one of the most dangerous places 
on the Oregon beach.

The Emily Reed struck bow on the 
beach. There was a heavy sea and a 
strong tide running. When she hit 
the beach her back broke and the for­
ward end took a list to port.

An effort was made to launch a life­
boat. It was put over the side with 
three, men in it. As soon as it hit the 
water the boat was swamped and the

The aft cabin fiat is arranged to ac­
commodate six large state-rooms for 
guests and three very up-to-date bath­
rooms in conjunction with the same. 
The wood-work of these latter rooms is 
all light finish for the purpose of help­
ing the light effect, the main panel 
frames being of prima-vera, and the 
centre panels of very rare Austrian fig­
ured maple, with theyceiling in whiteu 
All these state-rooms, instead of hav­
ing the usual wooden bunkers, are to 
be fitted throughout with very heavy 
brass beds, and the bath-rooms each 
furnished entirely with the Doulton fit­
tings.

On the forward cabin deck and im­
mediately in front of the main coal 
bunker, are six very commodious state­
rooms for the accommodation of the 
ship’s officers, including the chief en­
gineer, assistant engineer, quarter­
master, and one large room for the but­
ler and steward. These rooms open out 
into a main centre room which forms 
the officers’ dining-room. On the same 
flat is the linen locker and bath-room, 
and immediately forward of this is the 
space for the crew’s quarters. Special 
attention has been paid to the comfort 
and accommodation of the crew, each 
man having his independent locker. A 
large and well-fitted bath-room im­
mediately forward of this right in the 
bows of the boat, fitted with shower 
bath and all modern conveniences.

The propelling machinery corfsists of 
a pair of twin screw triple expansion 
engines, with cylinders 15 inches H. P„ 
24 inches M. P., 39 inches L. P., all hav­
ing a common stroke of 24 inches. The 
boilers consist of two Scotch boilers 31 
feet 3 inches in diameter, and 12 feet 2

The bishop has been in the Philip­
pines for four years, arriving here yes­
terday on the liner Korea.

"Seventy per 'cent, of Japanese ex­
ports come to tills country,” said the 
bishop. "Japan is financially crippled 
but determined to recuperate and the 
Japanese realize that war with Amer­
ica would not only mean loss of her 
best market, the only market for many 
of her most profitable products, but 
that In the event of war they would be 
unable to borrow money to carry it 
on.”

San Francisco, Feb. 15.—The Prince of 
India, His Hfghness Nawab Sultan Mulk 
Bahadaur of Hyderabad, and his * royal 
entourage, arrived in San Francisco to­
day on the Pacific Mail liner Korea after 
a tour of several months in Japan.

His visit to the Orient was made chief­
ly for the purpose of regaining his health, 
and at the present time he is en route to 
England to consult a number of eminent 
physicians In the hope of gaining a per­
manent cute for his illness.

Oxford, Feb. 15.—The committee of 
the athletic club 
bridge universities has decided that 
under the present circumstances it is 
impossible to accept tt^e challenge sent 
by the Inter-Collegiate Association of
