ESTATE OF $5,000,000

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 7.—The will

of the late A. J. Cassatt, president of
the Pennsylvania railroad, containing
two codicils filed at Norristown today,
disposes of his estate, which is estim-
ated to be worth more than $5,0000,000.
The testament leaves the entire estate
to the widow and three surviving
children, with bequests to two sons-
in-law. The document is dated Nov.
21, 1905, and names the Fidelity Trust
Co. of Philadelphia, Robert Kelso Cas-

satt, his sons, and Mrs. W. Plunkett
Stewart, his- daughter, are executors.
To Mrs. Louis Buchanan Cassatt are
bequeathed all the testator’s house-
hold pictures, horses and carriages and
other personal property, including his
country seat,
ford; “Tour Acres,’ his summer home
at Bar Harbor, Maine, and the Cas-
sett home in West Rittenhouse square,
this city. To. Jas. P. Hutchison, the
husband of Mr. Cassatt’s * deceased
daughter, the will bequeaths $50,010.
“As a mark of my regard,” and to W.
Plunkett Stewart, formerly of Balti-
more, the husband of Mr. Cassatt’s
living daughter, $10,000 was given. One
codicil authorizes the executors to
erect a new home adjoining his “Ches-
wold” -estate for his daughter, Mrs.
Stewart, in lieu of a property known
as Greenspring Valley, which the tes-
tator declares it was his intention- to
sell. The sum of $100,000 is bequeathed
to Robert Kelso Cassatt to establish
him in business with W. Plunkett
Stewart. The residue of the estate is
left in trust and forty per cent of the
fncome is to be paid to the widow and
the remainder in equal sharés to the
three surviving children.

Chinese Trading District Devastated by a
Great Gonflagration.

BANGKOK, Siam, Jan. 7—The Chi-
pese trading quarters of Bangkok have
been devastated by fire. It ig estimat-
ed that the loss will amount to about
$3,000,000.

The capitol of Siam is situated 20
miles from the mouth of the Memama
river. Many of the houses are . built
upon rafts, a single raft frequently
suporting eight or ten houses. Part of
the city, however, ig of modern con-
struction, having electric illumination
and electric cars, while lines of steam
railway run in various directions, The
busigess of Bangkok is largely in the
hands of the Chinese, who are about
as numerous as the native Siamese.
The estimates of the population vary
between 250,000 and 600,000.

His Mother Likely to Interfere
in the Case

And the Prisoner Will Not be Told of it
Until the Trial Comes on—Mrs,
Thaw Seeks Advlce.

NEW YORK, Jan. T.—According to
a Pittsburg dspatch to the Times, act-
ing upon the advice of some of the
most famous legal lights in the coun-
try, both as attorneys and friends, Mrs.
Mary Thaw, mother of Harry K. Thaw,
has decided that to save her son &
plea of insanity will have to be enter-
tained for him. The latest persons to
advise Mrs. Thaw to follow this course
are United States Senator P. C. Knox,
of Pennsylvania, and Justice McKenna
of the United States superior court.
This . information comes to a person
who is very close to the Thaw family.
Mrs. Thaw has at last decided to adopt
this course if it is possible. Harry
Thaw it not to be told of it until the
last mement. Then it will be made
plain to him that the insanity plea is
the only one that is safe for him. If
he does not consent to adopt it, his re-
latives, it is said, will withdraw from
the case.

Senator Knox and Justice McKenna
are both old griends of the Thaw fam-
fily. Mrs. Thaw visited them and
pleaded with them to advise her, not
as attorneys, but as friends, as to the
best course to pursue.

Premier and Atforney General
are Full of Hope.

Anticipate Favorable Setilement of Inland
Fisheries Matter, of the Halifax

Premier Tweedie and Attorney Gen-
eral Pugsley returned today from Ot-
tawa, where they have been for the
past few days, discussing matters re-
lating to the fisherles of this province
and other questions of importance.

Dr. Pugsley, when seen by the Star,
stated that he and the Premier had
had a 'very successful trip. They saw
the Minister of Railways with a view
to having him discuss matters with the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries. Dr.
Pugsley explained that a branch of
the Restigouche river, known as the
Tecumseh, is being used by the Do--
minion for a hatchery. This deprives
the province of a large amount in rent- |
als and the matter will be put before
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries.
Questions regarding the different rent-
als on inland waters were considered,
with the view that the province would
gather the rentals instead of the Do-
minion, but nothing definite was
promised. Dr. Pugsley thinks that all
matters which were put before the
minister will receive prompt and fav-
orable attention.

Premier Tweedie was also seen by the
Star, He says that the trip was a suc-
cessful one and he thinks the prov-
jnee will profit from it.

The premier, while at the capital also
arranged several mattters for the bene-
fit of his own county. He saw the
minister of railways and the deputy
minister regarding a better car service
from Chatham to Fredericton. Ar-
rangements were satisfactorlly made
in the matter.

The premier als¢ arranged that the
Chatham hotels bé notffied when the
trains were delayed, so that passen-
gers would not be obliged to wait for
hours at Chatham Junction.

As a result ot the conference with
the minister there will also be better
accomodations at Chatham Junction.
He suggested that the fisheries of New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince
Edward Island be dealt with together.
This was looked upon as a good plan
and thé premier’s suggestion may be
adopted.

PRISONERS SAVED BY
OFFIGIAL GIPHER

Russian Revolutionisis Fooled
the Goverrior

And Six Offenders Condemned fo Death

ODESSA, Jan. 7.—Six terrorists have
been saved from the gallows by re-
sourceful revolutionists here, who con-
ceived the bold plan of utilizing the
official cipher to hood-wink the gover-
nor general.

The te#rorists had been tried by court
martial and sentenced to death and
were awaiting execution when the gov-
ernor general. received a cipher tele-
gram from St. Petersburg, apparently
bearing the signature of General Pav-
loff, the military procurator, conveying
the emperor’'s orders to commute the
death sentences to hard labor for life.
The order was officially put ip force,
but the authoritiess have now ascer-
tained that it was a forgery, by revo-
lutionists who obtained access to the
government private code and success-
fully used it. According to the Rus-
sian law prisoners cannot be executed
once their sentenzes have been official-
ly commuted.

beginning June 5, with the sailing of
the new 25,000 ton steamer Adriatic.
vessels involved in the
change are the Oceanic, Majestic, and
Teutonic, ‘West bound the wsteamers
will call at Cherbourg and proceed to
Queenstown, where, in order to carry
out the company’s -obligations with the
Government, they will 'embark mails
as well as passengers, sailing without
delay for New York, East bound, they
will call at Plymouth and thence go
to Cherbourg, ending the trip at
Southampton.

The reason for this important step is
simply to meet the growing demand of
travellers. for facilities enabling them
to embark or disembark at a contin-
ental or British port and obviating the
necessity of crossing the Channel.
