NEW FALL CAPS general in southern Manitoba and at 
a few other points on the main line 
and the northern branches of the C. P. 
R., according to a report issued by the 
company last night. It will be general 
over the entire Province by the end of 
the week. Slight frosts have been gen­
era!, but very little damage is reported. 
The estimated yield per acre for wheat 
varies considerably, running from 10 
to 11 bushels in the Plum-Coulee and 
Winkler territory to 20 and 22 points 
where the weather conditions are more 
favorable. In Saskatchewan cutting will 
be general by the end of the week al­
though there Is considerable cutting 
already. Slight frosts have been report­
ed from a number of points, but tile 
damage will be light. The estimated 
yield runs from 15 to 30 bushels per 
lacre, while oats run from 30 to 70. 
Alberta cutting is general and the 
conditions are good. The yield is esti­
mated at from 25 to 54 busheds per 
acre for wheat and from 30 to 75 for 
oats. Hail is reported at two or three 
points on the Edmonton section.

The crop for this year will be about 
102,000,000 bushels, was the answer of 
the Secretary of the Northwest Grain 
Dealers’ Association, Frank O. Fowler, 
to a question on ills return from the 
northwest grain dealers’ excursion 
through Manitoba and the territories. 
The excursion party was composed of 
grain dealers, prominent bankers and 
their friends.

The communication; it is believ­
ed, is Intended to prepare public opin­
ion in Germany far a definite settle­
ment of the Anglo-German estrange- 
met on the only poesibie basis. Accord­
ing to the Vossiche Zeitung, the Em­
peror and Sir Charles Hardinge dis­
cussed the naval question with the ut­
most frankness, and laid the basis for 
a complete understanding on the sub­
ject.

The Daily Telegraph in an editorial 
says: "The communication will be read 
with sincere gratification throughout 
the country, and, if ail goes well, the 
Kronberg meeting will take rank as 
one of the great political events ot our 
time.”
