An Emigration Assoclation WMch
\ Aids Women In Securing

Positions.

LONDON, Dec. 23.—“What should
they know of England who only Eng-
land know?”  Thus speaks the Im-
perial Institute, silently, greatly, elo-
quently, to all who cross its thres-
hold. Majestic alike in structure and
purposg, it is a vast power house where
the dynamos whirr,that flash along in-
terwoven transit lines, trains of sym-
pathy, quickened understanding and
loyal unification to the farthest corn-
er of empire where England’s sons may
go to make their homes. For here
are established the headquarters of the
many societies promoting in a myriad
different ways the drawing together of
wll the filaments of empire and bind-
ing the varied interests, ambition and
industries of the far colonies into one
strong cord of patriotism stretching
across the sea to England. Here the
various organizations work, each after
its chosen method, to promote imperial
harmony and nourish imperial
strength. And of all the banded think-
ers, organizers and promoters, none
have done more signal service than the
British Women’s Emigration Associa-
tion.

For over 20 years now the associa-
tion has devoted its time, ability, re-
source and money to relieving the
congestion in over populated England
by systematizing emigration, and so
opening up definite prospects for thou-
sands crowded out of England by lack
of employment. Year in and year out
they are busy—and continually more
busy—fitting together the needs of the
colonies and the needs of the would-be
colonists the possibilities the new coun-
tries offer and the possibilities of the
individual work-and-wage-seeker,

For instance, factories are in a rath-
er deplorable state just now in Eng-
land it would appear, factory work be-
ing hard to obtain and exceedingly ill
paid. So the association through ity
correspondents finds out where in the
colonies good wages are given to fac-
tory hands, these being reached
through the information bureau of the
asociation are told of the opportunities
over seas to emigrate under the pro-
tection of the society. In many parts
of Canada better wages are given than
in England, and in numerous other col-
onies. A huge jam factory is being
started in the Transvaal at Potchef-
stroom, that will give employment to

great numbers. Government schools of
agriculture, bursaries and experime—tal
farms are being established in differ-

ent parts of South Africa to give wo-

men adequate training for out-door
should be

careers. And here there
fine opportunities as instructors for the
women who have been graduated from
the horticultural
and the two or three smaller colleges
modeled upon it. Also these graduates
command good salaries as companion-
gardeners, outside gardeners, stewards,
eac. There is a colonial branch at the
college to give a thorough practical
course in domestic training to intend-
ing colonists, and at the London Col-
onial Training Home the same sort of
fnstruction is given.

The paramount object of the society

{s to afford reliable and
women opportunities in
that are denied them in England, and
to protect them on the journey and

keep conversant with their fortunes for

several years at least after they ar-
rive. Men may take their families
under the auspices of the association,
also, but the care of the association
fs mainly occupied with women ven-
turing forth into unknown lands to
seek their fortune. And that
shall be the sort of women who will
help the power, resource and infludnce
of the new colonies to develop rapidly
and well, is ever the first consideration
with the society. There 1is abundant
proof that it has been so in the con-
tinually recurring requests received by
the society that they shall select wo-
men to be sent out to meet varidus in-
dustrial needs in the colonies, and in
the many tributes accorded by men
expert in tracing back from effects to
causes, as In the case of Sir Henry
Seton Kerr. He announced it as his
earnast conviction that the thousands
of- women who had been helped by the
association to emigrate during the last
20 years were immediately responsible

for the higher standard of life that was
eteadily gaining ground in the colonies
and that they were, moreover, largely
splendid loyalty | out of season now.

A very considerable number of those
who avail themselves of the protec-
tion of the association are ‘‘escort
cases,” not only young women going to
the colonies on the invitation of rela-
tives, but young children and elderly

experienced travellers as the matrons
employed by the assoeiation. These
matrons take charge of parties from
London, until they see them safely at
the other end of their journeys into the
hands of those who are expecting them.
They undertake all the trouble as to

inland journey, and they are careful
chaperones of the girls while on board
ship. The protection provided includes
the reception of the travellers into
hostels both in England and in the
colonies.”

The outfitting department  supple-
ments the wardrobes of the travelers
with whatever may be needed, through
contributions of clothing continually
supplied by guilds, sewing clubs and
benevolent individuals. There is a de-
cided need for assorted sizes of the
greatest variety. Not long ago Mrs.
Ross had to hunt through the collec-
tion of skirts and blouses in her charge
to find something sufficiently protract-
ed to fit a young person of five feet
ten and directly after in walked a
daintily diminutive young woman
measuring exactly four feet eleven.
One of the women helped by the out-
fitting department was a little mother
with two or three children who was
eager to return to her husband at Xim-
berly. She had been with him there
throughout the siege, and as  their
youngest child was born during the
troublous timé, the parents named her
fiegina! Part of the passage money.
was loaned by the South African Ex-
pansion Committee to take Miss Sieg-
ina and her mother and sisters over the
ocean to join her father, and the young
wife left her husband’s medal and
the queen’s box of choclate as security.

CHINESE EMPEROR A MOTORIST. -

BERLIN, Dee. 29.—The emperor of
China has proved that he is not en-
tirely opposed to western innovations
by ordering a number of motor cars
from the German automobile works at
Templehof, near Berlin.

Three of these carw are intended for
the use of the emperor himself and of
the imperial family, while some twenty
other bigger - cars, resembling omni-
buses, are for the conveyance of the
imperial suite. The cars are intended
for the conveyance of the Chinese
from the summer residence to the win-
ter, and vice versa.

yellow, and bear the emperor’'s arms,
consisting of two dragons and the sun,
painted in green on the yellow ground.
The external window fittings, the doors,
the panels, and other parts are paint-
ed in many brilliant colors, so that the
whole presents a dazzling appearance.
The emperor’s three cars are closed and
the interiors are most luxuriously fit-
ted out, the floors are covered with
magnificent Persian carpets, and a
wonderful armchair is intended for the
comfort of the emperor. The-emperor
is somewhat nervous of high speed,
and the cars are constructed not to ex-
cted ten miles an hour in velocity.
