The loss of the Windsor, N. 8., hark
Malwa, and the rescue of Captain
Gould and crew of seven in a gale
early on Christmas morning,
miles off the mouth of the Mississippi,
in the Gulf of Mexico, was reported
to revenue cutter headquarters at
Washitgton Friday by Captain Blake,
of the cutter Miami, which has reach.
ed Key West with the survivors. - The
crew of the Malwa were rescued by
the leyland line steamer Cestrianx,
of Liverpool, which sighted the bark
whem she was in a sinking condition.
The survivors were transferred to the
vevenue cutter, which has been order-
¢d to search for the abandoved ves-
sel.

The Malwa was a vessel of 540 tons
and -was built at Black River, N. 8.,
in 1901. She was owned by F. C.
Lockhart, of New York.

NOBLE SERVICé RECORD.

Washington, Dec. 29.—Out of a to-
tal of 1,743 casualties at sea in the
fiscal year ending June 30 last, the
highest in the history of the life sav-
ing service, only 69 vessels were lost
and 73 persons were drowned, accord-
ing to the annual report of 8. I. Kim-

ball, general superintendent of the
service, which has just been made
ublic.

Through the efforts of the service,
vessels and their cargoes, valued at
$13,860,000 were saved. The crews of
the service, with the assistance of
revenue cutters and wrecking vessels,
assisted 1,364 vessels valued, with
their cargoes, at $6,033,000 and carry-
ing 5,168 persons. The crews. also
wamned 182 vessels that were running
into dangers, practically all of this
work being dome at night. It also ex-
tended aid to1288 vessels by furnish-
pilots, carrying per-
sons to and from
caring for injured officers and men.
The total of accidents to small undoc.
umented motor boats comprise 68 per
cent., more than two-thirds of all the
persons exposed to danger from the
sea, being on board this class of
craft. The dgnger is unskilled hand-
ling of small pleasure craft thus s
shown to be excessive.
