Finland fifty-two churches, 3,165 mem-
bers; Hungary ninety-six churches,
with 88 members; Austria eight
churches with 737 members; Bulgaria
thirteen churches with 447 members;
and Roumania seven churches with
members. In Sweden, Baptis
increased in this time from
73,828. The total increase in churches,
not including Sweden is from 101 to
1,534, and the increase in members, in-

cluding Sweden, from 30208 to 235,
889. The growth in Russia should be
particularly noted.
