RUSSIAN OFFENSIVE GREATBR THAN CLAIMED.

London, June’ 15—-Conﬁdence prevails among Russian observers
of the offensive along the southern section of the battle line that the
eatalog'ue of the successes won by Genersls Brusilloff and Letchitsky
is by no means complete, telegraphs Reuter’s Petrograd eorrespond-
ent. Tt is estimated that the Tetuon losses along the front from the
Pripet to the Roumanian border now total 300, 000 or nearly half the
ongmnl effectives.

“Great satisfaction is felt with the re-estabhshment of contact
with the Teutons along the'whole southwestern front, but attention
is chiefly centered upon the operations for Kovel, Viadimir- -Volyski,
Czernowitz and Kolomea. Colonel Shumski, summarizing the results
of the fighting, makes the deduection, from the latest official Russian
statement, that the entire line of the Stripa is now occupied by the
Russians.

Northwest of Buczacz a numbe.r of good roads Tun westward to
the Podgaitse railway, which is regarded as aceounting for the vigor
of the resistance in this seetor to the: ‘Russian advance.
