KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS, THAT WE, the undersigned Chief and
Principal men of The Sharphead Band of Indians resident on Reserve at White Whale
Lake in the District of Alberta and Dominion of Canada, for aid acting on behalf of
the whole people of our said Band in Council assembled. Do hereby release. remise,
surrender, quit claim and yield up unto Our Sovereign Lady The Queen, ber Ileirs
and Successors forever, ALL ANiD SINGULAR, that certain parcel or tract of land
and premises. situate, lying and being in the District of Alberta qforesaid containing
by admeasuremenit Forty Two and Four tenths square miles be the sanie more or les,
inld being composed of Iiinian Reserve Number 141. Surveyed by Mr. Surveyor
Nelson in October 1885 for Chief Sharphead situate on Battle River on the trail from
Calgary to Edmonton.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same unto Her said -Majesty TuE QUEEN, ber
Ileirs and Successors forever, in trust Io dispose of the saie to such person or persons,
and upon such terns as the Government of the Dominion of Canada may deem most
conducive to our welfare and that of our people.

AND upon the further condition that all money-s reccived from the disposal
thereof, shall. after dedneting the u]sual proportion for expeuse, of management, be
placed pro rata to our credit and that of the several Bands with whom we have become
amaigamated

ANL) WE. the said Chief and Principal ien of the said Bland of Indians do on
bebalf of our people and for ourselves, hereby ratify and eOnfirm. and promise to
ratify and confirin, whatever the said Government may do, or cause to be lawfully
done, in connection with the disposal of the said lands and of the proceeds of the sale
thereof.
