The Physical Education pro­
gramme at the University of New 
Brunswick was established in 
March 1957 as a Division of the 
Department of Education in the 
Faculty of Arts. Mr. Stanley 
Spicer of the New Brunswick De­
partment of Education, and Mr. 
Hugh Noble of the Nova Scotia 
Department of Education were 
instrumental in calling the need 
for such a degree programme in 
physical education at a Maritime 
university to the attention of the 
UNB authorities. The President, 
Dr. Colin B. Mackay, and Pro­
fessor R. J. Love, Head of the 
Education Department, then set 
about to establish the programme.

In September 1957 the Phy­
sical Education degree pro- 
gramme began at UNB with 
twenty-two students enrolled. The
