OTTAWA (CUP) - Iranian students
studying in Canada and the U.S.
have been under increasing att-
ack, apparently in retaliation for
the actionof Tehran students who
kidnapped 60 Americans Nov. 5.

Immigration minister Ron Atkey
said a preliminary investigation
into Iranian students studying in
Canada found that most have
legal visas.
