They are also five and half miles inside the SAAR region at 
the towns of RODE!! and FRAULAUTKRN.
The American Ninth and First Armies are continuing to meet 
stubborn resistance and are making slow progress.
In southeast HOI,LAND British Second Army has cleared all the 
Germans from the L'EST bank of the MEUSE River.

Northeast of NIJMEGEN the Canadians have repulsed a heavy 
Berman co. nter attack.

Eighth Army troops have made substantial gains to capture 
RXVBNNA and the towns of RÜSSI and GODO on the RAVENNA - 
FAEN2A highway.

The Greek Premier George Papandreou has offered his resignation 
as head of the Government and suggested formation of a coalition 
cabinet to include groups of the Right and Centre. Disorders 
in the Greek capital are described as diminishing.
