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PART IV

The documentary requirements for aliens applylng for
admission into American possessions outside the United States
are to be prescribed by the competent authorities in guch
possessions, except in the case of ‘the Philippilne Islands,
which are covered by separate executive order, '

PART V

The definitione contained in Section 28 of the Immie-
gration Act of 1924 shall be regarded as appllicable to
this order, except as otherwilse specifled herein.

PART VI

The Secretary of State and the department head charged
with the administration of the immigration laws arc hereby
cuthorized to make such additional rules and regulations,
not inconsistent with this order, as may be deemed neces-
sary for carrying out the provisions of this order and the
statutes mentioned herecin,

PART VII

This order shall take effect immediately and shall
supcrsede and cancel the provisions of Executive Order
No, 8029 of December 27, 1938 entitled "Documents Required
of Aliens Entering the United States" but shall not supcr-
sede Executive Order No. 4049 of July 14, 1924 entitled
"Documents Required of Alicne Entering the Unitecd States
on Alrships", or Exccutive Order No. 7797 of January 26,
1938 entitled "Documents Required of Bona Fide Alilen
Scamen Entering the United States".
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
