Attendance at religious service is
compulsory. Long lines of low wood-
en benches received the worshipers.
As they marched in, the lockstep,
which criminals dislike so thorougn-
ly, was not required. The ¢onvicts
say after a long term in prison they
become so accustomed to the shuflle
of the lockstep that they uncon-
sciously give their bodies the swing-
ing motion after regaining their lib-
erty. This aids to identify them
with their prison, life, which they
hope to forget.

The regular chaplain was not pre-
sent and Warden Platt announced
that Major Archibald of the Salva-
tion Army, Toronto, would conduct
the service.

The Salvation Army service was a
surprise and apparently a very pleas-
ant one for the convict colony. As
the young woman with the poke bon-
net marched imto the pulpit with her
guitar every prisoner looked the in-
terest he felt. Their emotion was
soon aroused, and they displayed it
with a freedom scarcely expected of
men charged with the commission of
every crime on the calendar,

The 103rd psalin was read and the
choir rendered ‘“‘Nearer my God to
Thee.”” The old murderer,was lead-
ing with a magnificent soprano.
Then Major Archibald told the story
of the healing of the sick man in the
pool by the market place in Jerusa-
lem. He explained St. John’s version
of Christ’s gencrosity as applied in
this instance, how the old decrepit
had been always pushed back by the
stronger in the throng as the waters
were disturbcd and the moment ar-
_rived for the sick man to plunge in-
to its healing depth and be made
whole. The Salvation Army minis-
ter drew a picture of hope from this
miracle for -the wretched criminals
around him. Continuing, the speaker
referred to his work among the out-
casts of other prisons, how an old

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wreck had @eme to him one day in
Toronto and said: ‘‘Brother Archi-
bald, I was in that prison—one of
the convicts—when you talked to us
& year ago, I felt the spirit of the
Lord suddenly pierce my. soul. My
confinement; was made lighter at
ence, Now I am on the right road.
I want you to pray for me. I know
what the joy of livin' is, and I was
converted in prison.” _Concluding,
he explained the gemerous spirit of
Jesus Christ that covered all men
and all conditions. It was a com-
forting word picture, and the big
crowd of old felons were strangely
silent as the sermon was concluded.

A npumber drew their striped
sleeves across their eyes, and there
were heavy sighs as the deep-toned
organ pealed forth. I glanced at the
stern-looking warden. There was a
great big tear trickling down his
right check. Ho did not appear em-

barrassed by his emotion. On the
front bench I observéed a curious-
looking wreck of a man. Possibly

sixty, as grey as a rat, with thin
effeminate features and enormous
blue eyes, he seemed to drink in ev-
ery word and the spirit of the speak-
er. His limbs were crossed, expos-
ing the splintered stump of a wooden
leg, worn and battered im contact
with the steel and iron of his cell. A
ard afterwards remarked to the
writer that the old fellow was a
desperate character, serving years for
murder and unprovoked crime.

The silence was broken by the
choir responding to Major Archi-
bald’s invitation to sing ‘‘Rock of
Ages.”’ Then the young womam in
the plue uniform and red girdle of
the Army rendered a simple, homely
air, accompanying herself on the gui-
tar. Hor voice blended sweetly with
the alte of her assistant and the
decp bass of Major Archibald. Every
face among the felons lighted up
with pleasure. There was no, ap-
plause, but the pleading looks  were
more eloquent than hand-clapping.
Understanding the mute invitation,
the song was repeated. Then the
Salvation trio went inside the en-
closure for a few words with the wo-
men prisoners, while the organist
continued a prelude. Roturnmg the
audience arose and all joined in the
Doxology. A sign from the chief
guard and the men took up their
march, back to the cells, being join-
ed en route by those from the little
Catholic chapel, for all inmates are
given their choice of religious exer-
cise here. The majority are Protest-
ants.

With the exception of the two
meals the inmates come out of their
cells to get on Sunday, and the trip
to the chapel, they remain in their
cells. They may occupy themselves
as they please so that they maintain
ahsolute quiet. A voice raised in
any way except to summon the
guard brings down upon the luckless
one a forfeiture of good marks, lib-
rary privileges or other favors inci-
dent to good hehavior.

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Minard’s l.nnunvnt Cures iiarget in
Cowsa,
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I'vize Essay in The (ilobe About the Dis-
tingaished Csnadian Novelist,

(iiltert Parker, the most distin-
guichea of Canadian men of lettess,
who is, in fact, one of the groud
no-eli-ts of . the world, was born
Novembor  23rd, 1862, in Camden
cas., Addington County, Ontaiio.

15 chidhood was speat at Belie-
ile, and he cariy became a school
c¢acker. Alout the yegr 1884 he he-
-an contributing peems and ballads
to maga. incs, many of which have
~ince been incluied in A Lover's
inaiy.”’ .n 18886, in the hope that a
hange of climate would prove bene-
Leinl vo his health, he went to Aus-
tralia, where he hecame a journalist.
He also becaine interested in ‘the
drama, his most successful work be-
ing an adaptation of Goethe's
“Faust,"”
vols himself exclusively to litera-
ture, and, with this object in view,
rcmosved to Loudon, where he began
to write his short stories of French-
Canaacian life called ‘‘Pierre and His
People,”’” which at once became very
popular. In these stories Mr. Park-
or has caught the life of the North-
weost and presented it vividly. He
has great power of language, and
one cannot escape from its spell. In
‘“The Tall R{aster,” for instanve,
where Shon McGann, who had lost
his way and been taken to a strange
camp, telling of his experfence, the
homely, prose talk is a symphony.

“‘An_Adventurer of the North,”” is
a continuation of these stories, and
in the last story Pierre and his
swectheart Kate ride to their death
in the cruel prairie fire,

Nearly all of Parker’s stories deal
with Canadian life, among them be-
ing ‘“The Trail of the Sword,”’ which
tells of the overland expedition to
Hudson Bay by Lemoyne, ever, two
centuries ago, and ‘‘The Seats ef the
Mighty,” an absorbing story ef tho
fall of Quebec, which contains one of
his most famous characters, ‘‘Dol-
taire,”” the brilliant and crifty coi-
lcague of Bigot. Still another of
his fine characters is the woman
“Guida,” loved and repudiatéed, a
noble and tragic ﬁgure in ‘‘The Bat-
tle of the Strong.”” ‘“The Transla-
tion of a Savage’’ is a pathetic story
of “‘Lall,” a beautiful Indian prl
whe is married by an Englishman in
a fit of pique and sent to his homse
in England.

““When Valmond Came to Pontiac’
is & very finished production, and
well displays his literary methods.
Valmond, representing himself as the
son of Napoleon Bonaparte, comes
to the little French-Canadian vil-
lage of Pontiac, and exerts such a
powerful influence over those he
meets that, almost against their
wid, the villagers flock to him and
join him in his filibustering enter-
prisé. The scene where he meets the
soldier of the Old Guard, Eustache
Lagroin, is very fine. The old. sol-
dier, believing that Valmond is only
an adventurer, determines to meet
and expose him. THe does meet him,
but Valmond’s influence is so great
that he slowly but surely yields. At
last Valmond, finding that the man
had becn a drummer at Auerstadt,
sends for a drum.

‘In & moment the boy came out
with the drum. Valmond took it im
his hahds and said softly:—‘Soldier
of the Old Guard, here is a drum of
France.” Without a word the old
man took the drum, his fingers
trembling as he fastened it in his
belt. When the sticks were in the
hand all trembling ceased, and his
hands became steady. He was living
in the past entirely. ‘Soldier,” said
Valmond, softly, ‘with ‘“The Little
Sword that Danced’’ play up the feet
of the army.’ A light broke over
the old man’s face. The swiit loek
ho cast on Valmond had ne distrust
now. Instantly his hand went to
his cap. ‘My General’ he said, and
stepped in front of the white horse.’’

The ‘‘Right of Way’' might be call-
ed a character study. 1In Charley
Stecle, a clever, cynical lawyer, with
an eternal interrogation on his lips,
and doomed to drink, Mr. Parker
has created one of his most interest-
ing characters. The story opens with
a scene in a courtroom, where Char-
ley is the lawyer for the defence of a
criminal. By the aid of whiskey,
which had the curious eflect of open-
ing up his intellectual life, he was
able to get the man acquitted. A
further issue of the trial was the de-
cisioi of Kathleen Wantage to mar-
ry Charley, although all the love she
was gapable of was given to Major
Fairing. One night some years lat-
er, when he went to the Cote Dorien

Tavern, attracted there by the inn-
kecper's daughter, Susan Charle-
muange, the rivermen provoked a

quarrel; fell upon him, killed him,
supposedly, and threw his bedy into
the river. TIle was rescued by the
man for whom five years before he
had won the acquittal -at the trial.
For seven months, at the cabin of
Jo Portugais, he lived the life of a
child without a past. Memory of
Kathleon, of Susan, of that wild
nicht at the Cote Dorien, was gone.
Then, through the care of a surgeon,
he was restored to the weorld, only
to learn at the moment of waking
that his wife had married Fairing,
believing him to be dead. Charley
then assumed the name of Mallard,
with the dress of a habitant, and
entered the employ of the tailor in
the ¥French .Hllage Here he became
pascionately in  lover with Rosalie
Evanturel, the daughter of the  vil-
lage postmaster, whom he could not
nuury because Kathleen had  “‘the
right of way.”” The ending of the
story is artistically perfect, and, al-
tliough at first it seems incomplete,
yet.one would not have it different.
Fis sudden death, with his eternal
question still unanswered—it is a
noble imcompleteness.—Merle in The
Globe.
