worn andG disappointed with the bur-
deps of life, he heard. them calling
out to the men in watch-towers of
the great cities, “Wntc?iman, what of
the night ?"” And if the watchman
was true to his mission, if he was to
speak the true word and not merely
the pleasing word his answer would
be, ‘“The morning cometh, also the
night.”* If this world were what we
were told by those who knew what
it was when he said there wae o
answer to be given to the weary, the
sad, the sick, the tired, and tempted,
butthe answer of the watchman, ‘“The
morning cometh, also the night.”’ In
other words, if this world was a
world of probation for Heaven, if
this world was a school in which we
graduated for heaven, if this world
was exile from home, if this world
was what Revelaaon told us-it was
we must expect sorrow as well as
joy, failure as well as success, health
and sickness, trial and trouble, and
suffering, life and death.
