Animals of Ancient Britain.

Recent discoveries and examinations in
Great Britain have rendered it absolutely
certain thet fere naturaof that island were,
1n times goae by, larger and more danger-
ous than the fallow deer and the fox. T'he
natives, long before the days of Caraciacus
and Julivs Cesas, hunted wild beasts as
large and ferociousas any to be fonnd in the
tangled and luxuriant forests of Ceylon.
Etephants and hyenas, at a period of which
iradition says nothing, were not confined to
the Zoological Gardens of London, but
roamed over the hills and through the grea:
oak foresis of Great Brinain. Geologistsand
naturalisis ave, by an intelligent examina-
tion and study of old bones dug up in vari-
ous paris of the kingdowm, rendered the fact,
certain.  Bones, recenily exhumed at a
great depth, by labourers digging gravel in
| Oxford, have been ascertained to be those
| of the elephant. Similar relics have been
found st a great depth below the surface of
the earth, in all portions of the island. In
1806, 1he entire bunes of an elephant, with
| stratifications of we know not how many
| centuries above him, were found near Hox-
ton, in England ; an elephant’s skull, tusks
and all, were dug a1 Kingsland some years
ago, forty feet beneath the surface of the
earth.  The Druids, no doubt, three thou-
sand years ago, may have ‘' seen the ele-
phant,” to whom these bones belonged,
while 1hey.celebrated 1he mysterious rites ol
their religion, in the recesses of the primi-
tive furesis of England. That these huge
animals disappeared long belore the Britons
wmvaded Great Britain, 1s demonsirated by
the circumstance that the bonesof the Ro
man soldiers are found much nearer the
surface of the earth—three times nearer—
than those of the elephant.
| lndigging on the Great Western Railway
from Oxford, the *“ Boswell Bone Caves”
were found, containing the most astonishing
evidences 0f|he existence at one ume In
England, not only of the elephant but ot
| the thinocerus and the hyena. They were
discovered in sinking a shafi into a hill> In
these caves an incredib’e number of bones
| were found, of the elephant, the bear, the

rhinoceros, the hyena, and the ordinary do
| mestic animals, At a period perhaps almost
| coeval with the deluge, these animals may
[ have been as numerous in Great Britain as
| they now are in the regions of the Tropice.’|
