THE GARDEN—POTATOES.
HE best sets for planting are mode-
rate-sized, smooth potatoes. If you
are short of these, it is best to cut them
with not less than two eyes to each piece.
Long manure is objectionable, unless the
ground is stiff, when it should be dugin in
the fall, and the ground left as rough as
possible, so that the frost conld pulverize
the sof', Ifthe ground has not been man-
ured, get the rows out two feet apart and
spread well rotted manure in the furrows,
snd sow nitrate of potash. Potash is the
wvery best fertllizer for potatoes. Plant the
‘potato sets ten inches apart and cover be-
fore the sun dries up the anure. A per.
fectly prepared soil gives the best results.
