- But the toll in loss of life
and destruction of property has been
enormous on every side.

In the'western theatre of the hostilities
on land- the*AlMes have’ mEintained the
ground gained in the previous week, and
have advanced slightly at one or two
points in northern France and western
Flanders. In the latter district, the small
remnant of the Belgian army, recently
reorganized, taking advantage of the
withdrawal of German troops to the
vicinity of Lille, engaged the German
troops along the banks of the Yser and
were able to effect a crossing. They con-
tinue to hold the ground thus gained:
Elsewhere, from Alsace to the sea, the
line of battle remains much the same as
at the close of the preceding week.

In East Prussia, Russian Poland and
Galicia the Russians have held their posi-
tions or have advanced. The most
notable achievement in the north was the
taking of the East Prussian port of Memel,
on the Baltic Sea; and once more the
Russians are on German territory. Osso-
wetz has held out against the continuous
German bombardment; but the Russians
are evidently on the point of driving the
Germans from this vicinity back to their
own territory. At no part of the line of
battle to the west and southwest of War-
saw have the Germans been able to break
through. In the Carpathians desperate
fighting has been continuous, and the ad-
vantage has been to the Russians. The
Russians have also again advanced in the
south-east in Bukowina, and apparently
will soon recover the ground they held
before their retirement over three weeks
ago.

But the most important event of the
week, and of the war, in Galicia, was the
surrender on the 22nd instant of the
fortress of Przemysl, which had been sur-
rounded and besieged by the Russians for
a little more than six months. The con-
dition‘of the troops and other residents of
the place was pitiable in the extreme,

means, and supply. There is to be no

The Senate proceedings have attracted
very little attention this session, so far;

During the past week only short sittings
of the House of Assembly were held on
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, and
the business transacted was of a routine
character and included nothing of out-
standing importance. On Friday the
House sat for less than three hours, and
the most important matter brought before
it was the presentation of the annual re-
port of the Department of Agriculture by
the minister, Hon. Mr. Murray, who made
an interesting and informing address on
the work of his department.

The House did not sit on Saturday ; but
met on Monday evening from 830 to 11.
The most interesting feature of this sit-
ting was the speech of Mr. J. K. Pinder,
M. L. A. for York Co., who endeavored to
justify himself in regard to railway mat-
ters that are now notorious. Incidentally
he made a savage attack on his former
colleague, Lt.-Col. McLeod, who is now
with the Canadian troops at the front.
fr. Pinder may be a greatly misunder-
stood and a much maligned person, but,
all the same, the mass of the electors of
this Province would greatly prefer to
have someone else chairman of the Public
Accounts Committee in the House.
