RECIPROCITY WITH CANADA.

Delegate to the Convention at Detroit 
Adopt Resolutions.

DETROIT, Mich., Dec. 11.—The dele­
gates to the National Reciprocity Con­
vention adopted resolutions, listened to 
a witty and at the same time forceful 
address on reciprocity by ex-Govern.»r 
John Lind of Minnesota, heard the re­
port of the finance committee and ad 
journed sine die.

At the morning session but two ad­
dresses were made. Eugene N. Foss if 
Boston discussed “Canadian Reciproc­
ity,” and Frank, D. Pavey of New Yoik 
spoke on “Reciprocity With Cuba.” The 
resolutions adopted were as follows:

Resolved, That we reaffirm the reso­
lutions adopted at the first convention 
of this league at Chicago, which embrace 
in their scope the general principle if 
reciprocity and the establishment of lib­
eral and fair trade relations with all 
the nations of the world, and that we 
again call attention to the reciprocit / 
treaties negotiated by ex-Minister Kax- 
son, including the very important treaty 
with France, and we again request that 
these treaties be ratified and also tint 
a reciprocity treaty with Cuba be speed­
ily negotiated and ratified.

Resolved, also, that the time and place 
of holding this convention make appro­
priate special consideration of our traie 
relations with Canada—relations which, 
to say the least, have for many years 
been unfortunate for both countries, and 
which promise, unless speedily changed, 
to grow rapidly from bad to worse— t 
the very moment when a great indus tri il 
development is taking place, and in view 
of this consideration be it further

Resotved, That if is the sense of til’s 
convention that the United States should 
take immediate steps to secure closer 
and more advantageous trade relations 
with Canada, and that reciprocal rela­
tions beneficial to both countries shou’d 
preferably follow the general lines if 
the removal by both countries of tin 
duties on the natural products of each, 
and such mutual extensions of the free 
list and reductions and changes of the 
duties on the manufactured products of 
both as will give to each as low a rate 
of duty as is given to any other country, 
accordingly, we earnestly urge upon con­
gress that action to this end be taken it 
once, either by reconvening the joint 
commission for the sole purpose of ne­
gotiating a reciprocity treaty with Ca i- 
•ada, or by adopting such other methyls 
as to congress may seem best.

Resolved, finally, that we regard ho 
negotiation Of the reciprocity treaty 
with Newfoundland as a most important 
step in the right direction and hope it 
may be promptly ratified.

of nucleus of a standing committee <o> 
further the cause of Canadian recipr o­
city.

The views of the farmers of sontherpv 
Michigan on the subject of Canadian re­
ciprocity were briefly presented to . he 
convention this afternoon by Mr. Rice 
of Port Huron.

Mr. Rice said that he felt that the 
manufacturers present, who were so 
earnestly advocating reciprocity with the 
Dominion, were willing to sacrifice the 
producers of natural products in ordir 
to get their gqpds into Canada.

Ex-Governor Lind declared that ne 
could see no more reason for a traie 
barrier between Canada and the Unit-»! 
States than between various states -f 
the Union. Canada is not materially 
different from this country, he said, and 
there is just an artificial and arbitrary 
boundary line between the two. He 
warned Canadians that England would 
never dare to give them preferential 
tariffs, because she must be on good 
terms with the United States, who sup­
plies her with food stuffs. In conclu­
sion he said: -

“If it had not been for the selfishness 
and short sightedness of New England’s 
Statesmen, economically, socially and po­
litically, at a time when the great west 
was not the power it is now in congress, 
the United States and Canada would 
be one country so far as trade relations 
are concerned."

SPICK DEBATES, 
IN GERMAN 

REICHSTAG
BERLIN, Dec. 13—In the reichstag 

today Chancellor von Buelow opened 
the discussion of the third reading of 
the bill as it passed Its second reading,

the municipal clauses now that the 
date of its taking effect had been fixed 
Tor 1910. ' *

The government also had agreed 
that at a future date a pension fund 
he established for widows and orphans 
from the proceeds of the tariff reve­
nues, and accepted the Herold motion, 
according to which animals and meats 
will not have minimum duties, and the 
duties on grains as changed from the 
ccmmittee’s figures to those of the 
gevemment except malting barley, the 
duty on which is raised from 77 cents 
to one dollar, and that other barley will 
he without a minimum duty.

When the chancellor proceeded to ex­
plain that the government, in accepting 
the increase of the minimum on malt­
ing barley; did not act inconsistently 
with its previous declarations, which 
applied merely to barley in general, 
the socialists laughed ironically, where­
upon the chancellor begged to be heard 
quietly, adding:

"1 sat here Thursday listening pa­
tiently and behaving decently during 
Herr Bebels long polemical speech. I 
shall thank you if you alopt a similar 
attitude when I speak.’’ ,

As the socialists continued 
laughter President 
rang hie bell and asked the members 
of the house to hear the chancellor 
quietly. The socialists replied, “Why, 
we are only laughing.”

The chancellor then proceeded, saying 
the customs officers easily distinguish­
ed malting from feed barley, and clos­
ed by saying:

“The allied governments hope this 
high house, through ite decisions on 
the third reading of the bill, will bring 
about unison between the bundesrath 
and the reichstag, and thereby 
plete the great work of tariff reform 
for the welfare of the fatherland."

While the government's original fig­
ures on grain are restored the commit­
tee increases in other sections stand, 
including heavy advances on animals 
and meats above the government’s fig- 

The former, therefore, become 
a general tariff, which will be enforced, 
except where commercial treaties may 
be made. Some of the meat duties 
adopted compare as follows with the 
government’s: Bacon, $9 per 100 weight, 
against $7.60. Simply prepared meats, 
«16 against $8.76. Meat deiiacies, $30 
against $18.75. Oysters, $25 against 
«12.50.

After Herr Richter and others had 
spoken Dr. Barth made a sharp attack 
on Chancellor von Buelow, who replied, 
raising the patriotic spirit of the ma­
jority parties, and admitting that he 
had taken an active part in effecting a 
compromise on the tariff bill in the 
form of a practical basis for arranging 
efficient commercial treaties, which 
would surely be reached with the good 
wHl.of both sides.
