Accordingly we find
that the Bonapartists are confining their efforts to
bring about the prol tion of the President’
power for ten years. The Councils-General,
which are now sitting in the 85 Departments,
have, to the number of about 20, expressed a desire
that the Constitution should be revised. If the
desire should prove general in these bodies, there
can be no doubt that the Assembly, on its meeting,
will at onee set about the work of revision.
