Two Fresh Divisions of German
Troops Attack French Positions
West of the Meuse—Gain Lit-
tle Advantage—Generally Their
Efforts Failed

PARIS, -May 19.—Violent fighting on
a large scale was resumed on the
Verdun front last night. Two fresh
divisions of German troops attacked
tho French positions at Avocourt

Wood and Hill 304, west of the Meuse.
The War Office announces the attacks
in the main were . unsuccessful,
although the Germans obtained a foot-
ing in a small post south of Hill 287,
