—(By the Associated Fress).—
Sir Robert Borden, Canadian
Premier, speaking at the annual
Thanksgiving Day banquet, of
the American Society to-day, ap-
proved of the plan to form a
League of Nations, but .insjsted
that England and the Umlited

peace of the world by acting to-
gether. He said:

“Let us have a league of na~
tions, if it can be realized, but
at least let us have the under-
standing and unity of purpese
and action between the twe
world-wide English-speaking
commonwealths, which will save
humanity in years to come from
the wunmbearable horror, suffer-
ing and sacrifice of a war such
as this;

“United by tiez of race, lan-
guage, literature and tradition,
the nations of ‘the DBritannic
commonwealth dnd the States
composing the; great American
republic can ¢ apd the peace °
of the world. The¥ could have
commanded ‘it in 1914, if
they had given Geérmany their
joint warning. They, therefore,
stand answerable fo the world
