Attracting Birds In
Summer.

The things that most attract ' birds
ate food, water to driok, opportusity
to bathe, and safe nesting-places. In
summer food is so abundant every-
where that most birds pay no atten.
tion to dishes of food provided for
them,

The attraction for the largest num-
ber of birds in summer, however, is
water. Drive a stake in the middle of
the yard, away from all bushes and
trees where cats way lurk; saw the
stake off two feet from the ground]
nail to the top of it a block of wood
one foot square; set on this block &
dish or pan at least the size of the
block, and about three lnches deep;
cover the bottom of the dllh with sod
