Fredericton’s Commercial
Travellers’ Bill
Thrown Out.

Government Measure Respect-
ing Assignments for the
Benefit of Creditors.
Bill to Incorporate the York
and Carleton Railway
Agreed To.

TrURS DAY, March 31.

Mr. Palmer committed the bill to incorpor-
ate the Woodville Union Hall Co, Mr.
Hutchison in the chair. After an explana-
tion by Mr. Palmer the bill was agreed to
with amendments.

Mr. Tweedie committed a bill to authorize
an assessment for police purposes on the po-
district of the town of Ubatham. Bill was
lice agreed to.

Dr. Moore committed the bill to authorize
the city of Fredericton to issue debentures
to take up other debentures, which was
agreed to.

Mr. Wilson, i"f‘;omng bis bill relative
to the issue of business licenses in the city
of Fredericton, said it provided that no non-
resident ratepayer of the city of Fredericton
or county of York shall engage in any trade,
profession, occupation or calling in said city
unless be shall produce a receipt from the
proper party, showing that he has paid taxes
in the said city or county for the year next
preceding on state of the value of at
least one hnnd’nd fifty dollars, or shall
have obtained a license, as provided by said
actand acts in amendment thereof. The
bill was promoted by the Fredericton cor-
poratiou, and its object was to remedy an
evil. Under an existing law, persoas other
than residents of the city or county coming
to Frederi to do busi are required to
pay a license. That law has been evaded
by a large number of persons, particularly
commercial travellers, baving formed them-
selves inte what is known as the “land
league.” Such persons bhave joined to.
gether and bought small tracts of land—
wilderness land, he might say—in different
parishes in York county. On these lands
each pays some 20 or 25 cents taxes a year,
and have in this way been able to appear as
taxpayers of York aud evade the payment
of the business license. Under the preseat
law, nonon-resident of Fredericton or York
county would be able to do business in Fred-
ericton unless he was asseased on property
to the value of $150, and was able to show
his receipt for the taxes on same for the year
next preceding. Mr. Wilson argued at con-
siderable length in support of the bill.

Hon. Ritchie asked if the bill sought to
discrimioate even against St. John business
men whose travellers visited Fredericton.

Mr. Wilson replied yes. As he understood
the bill the representatives of all business
houses throughout the dominion outside of
Fredericton would either have to pay the
city business tax orbe assessed on real es-
tate as required by this bill.

Hon. Ritchie could not favor ths bill.

Hon. Turner said the bill affected the trade
and commerce of the whole dominion,and as
the bouse was thin he hoped. the promoter
of the bill would not press it.

Mr. Black opposed the bill. Its passage
would be injurious to the merchants of Fred-
ericton and the people generally. The com-
mercial agency system breught the repre-
sentatives of the best business houses of the
dominien to Fredericton, and the peti-
tion between them had the effect of giving
merchants cheaper goods than they could
buy if they themseives went to St. John,
Montreal or Toronto to ;select the goods.
Besides the cost ot the trip was saved to the
merchants, and the consumers got the bene-
fit of all thatin cheaper goods. The only
objection to baviog the commercial travel-
lers come to Fredericton without payinga
license was that their doing so was anin-
fringement of & city ordinance. Notbing
had been adduced to show that the people
of the city would suffer it this bill did not
pass. 'Ho'was epposed to the idea of build-
ing a wall around Fredericton and believed
that the good sense of this house would
cause the defeat of the bill.

Mr. Wilsom said he bad thought Mr. Black
wasa Now he decl. him-
self a free trader and it would be next in
order for him {b join the great liberal party
of Canada. That hon. gentleman was in
favor of protection for the dominion, but Le
was opposed to giving it to the people of
Fredericton, who had to pay taxes for fire
protection, education and the like. Com-
merecial travellers did not always coafine
themselves to the showing of samples. They
sometimes b ht here bankrupt stocks
and undersol erchants of Fredericton.
The great ®d fMutages of having commercial
travellers come here Lad been over esti-
mated by the hon member from Westmor-
land. The p powers of i
travellers were well known and they fre-
quently induced mérchants to buy more
goods than they wanted. It was uofair that
travellers should be allowed to come here
unlesa they coutributed to the city or county
more than the 20 or 25 cents each that they
are assessed on their portions of wild lands.
Even that ‘the collectors had diffi-
culty in collectitig.

‘Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the Jaw so far as do-
ing i in F i was d
had been even more obnoxious some years ago
than now. Formerly no one not a rewident
of Frederieton could do business in the city,
not evem those living aud paying taxes in
the county, without & license. Judge
Fisher had the law changed so that those
living in the connty were exempted from the
provisions of that law. At present members
of this house bad reason to keep looking
around to see that the collector of licenses
was ot after them, this mutter of licenses
being carried so far in Fredericton. It was
certainly carrying matters very far when the
representatives of outside newspapers ould
not come here to solicit advertisements.
That was like building too much of &
Qhinese wall around the city, and he would
oppoge the bill

Mr.. Baird said one could hardly even take
up & newspaper without secing something
aboutFredericton and its treatment of com-
mercial travellers. The passage of this bill
would keep out commercial travellers and
that would injure the trade of the city and
coupty, lla he repeated some of the mrgu-
ments of Mr. Black and said the merchants
were capable of judging just as to what
goods they wanted.

~M& Wilson~The city at present receives

$4,000 for salacallansand lioonses.

Mr. Baird—Think how many thousands
would be saved to the people if there was no
licerse.

Hon. Mr. Ritchie said he had heard tbat
the merchants of Fredericton did not desire
this bill. He'd like to know if that was so.

Mr. Wilson said some hotel keepers
might be opposed to this bill, but so far as
be could learn the merchants of the city
were in favor of it.

Mr. Burchill thought Fredericton mer-
chants were quite able to look after their
interests when dealing with commercial
travellers, and he did not regard Mr. Wil-
son’s reference in that direction as compli-
mentary to the Fredericton merchants. He
knew that the merchants could look after
their interests when selling goods. He
agreed with Messrs, Black and Baird, and
thought the law as it stands at present was
originally intended to apply to peddlers in«

the claim for anpaid balance growing out
of the eastern extension railway claim.

Hon. Ritchie introduced a bill to incor-
porate and give certain other powers to the
St. John city railway company of the State
of New York. Said bill was read a second
time,

Hon. Blair committed a bill respecting as-
signments for the benefit of creditors, Mr.
Palmer in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the measure was as
important as any introduced this session,
and was one that would, no doubt, provoke
discussion. It provided for the appointment
by the Lt. Governor in council of official
trustees in each county in the province, to
whom debtors may make assignments. Un-
der the present law adebtor may assign to
a person interested in furthering the claims
of other creditors. This bill provided for a

clined to sell shoddy goods. He thought
that the law was now being stretched to a
ridiculous length by the Frederictom coun-
cil and the collector of licenses.

Mr. Hanington agreed with Mr. Black,
whose practical experience as a business
man should give his opinion great weight on
this question. He did not believe in letting
outsiders bring in bankrupt stocks to sell in
Fredericton. This bill would operate
agaiust Fredericton's interests. Take fer
instance the matter of sugar. A representa-
tive of the Moncton sugar refinery recently
sold five carloads of sugar at St. Stephen
and the same quantity i1n Fredericton. Was
that not a great convenience to the Frederic-
ton business men ?

Mr. Wilson—Yes, but who paid the ex-
peanse of the traveller ?

Mr. Hanington- The expense of the traveller
would be about $10, while the value of goods
bought would be thousands of dollars. The
statement that eommercial travellers could
induce Fredericton merchants to buy geods
that they did not want was not compli-
wmentary to the merchants of this city. The
bill might aswell say that the commercial
traveller ehould be assessed on real estate
worth $50,000 as $150. He heard that Ffed-
ericton proposed taxing lawyers, members
ot the house and government. While the
city collects $5 from travellers and others
coming here, ten times that sum is taken
out of the people because of such a law.
The commercial traveller system had forced
out of the market almost entirely the shoddy
class ef goods. Among the first class St.
John houses having commercial travellers
on the road, were Manchester, Robertson &
Allison, Daniel & Boyd and Hon. Thowas R.
Jones, and besides our woolen and cotton
factories had travellers on the road all over
the country.

Mr. Tweedie said this was not making a
new bill, but seeking to prevent the pro-
visions ofan old law being infringed. For
the purpose of evading the old law, com-
mercial travellers bave purchased wilder-
ness lands. The old law was bad and so
was this d Past 1 bad
given Fredericton a chance of squecsing
commercial travellers and others very bard.
This bill was opposerl to the interesis of
trade and commerce, and he moved that the
bill receive a thres months’ hoist.

Mr. Wilson said it was fair to assume tha®
the city council represented the people of
Fredericton, and that the council having
promoted this bill it was reasonable to sup-
poie the people of Fredericton were in favor
of the bill.

Mr. Hetberington opposed the bill, but
thought the action of some other gentlemen
who opposed it was inconsistent with pre-
vions votes in this house.

Mr. Humpbrey said that as he understood
the bill it sought to put all commercial
travellers on the same footing. At present
& number evaded the law by payiog a small
tax on wilderness lands, while other com-
mercial men have to pay a city tax of §5
each. Under this bill no one traveller would
have an advantage over the other.

Dr. Atkinson said that when the Frederic-
ton assessment bill was being discussed by
the municipalities commit.ee, it did not look
as though the present Fredericton council
represented the people.

Mr. Black and Mr. Wilson spoke agein.

Hon. Mr. Ritchie said that this bill, he
thought, went further than the old law. Un-
der it, it was doubtful if lawyers coming
here to attend court would not have to pay
licenses.

Mr. Park said he had alwaysivoted against
such bills, and would do so now. He heard
that laboring men were called upon to paya
license before they were allowed to do work
in_Fredericton. It was only the other day
that he learned that A member of the gov-
ernmont ;waated to get nup a conecert fora
good purpose, but abandoned it on being in-
formed that he would have to pay $& license
to the city of Fredericton for each singer
from outside of Fredericton. Such laws as
this encouraged pimping, and this had a
demoralizing effect. The position of Mr.
Wilson was pecaliar. He bad become a
protectionist. While only the other day he
(Mr. Wilson) was giving & man a yote at
the municipal elections without having paid
his taxes, he was now refusing to allowa
man to dv business unless he had first paid a
license.

The motion fora three months hoist was
then carried.

Hon. Mr. Blair moved, seconded by Hon.
Mr. MoLellan, the following resolutien, ot
which former had given notice :—

““Resolved, that the rule of this house,

rnned May 3rd, 1883, be repealed and fol-
owing substituted : ‘No bill ghall be

sidered in committee unless the same sl
be printed according to & form to be pre-
sented by the clerk of the house, folded and
with the title and name of the member who
bas introduced the ssme endorsed thereon,
and a sufficient number of copies thereof
Krinl,er’l, aod provided for the use of mem-

ers.

Hon. Blair pointed out the disadvantages
‘arising out of not haying all the bill printed.
The cost would be trifling and the benefit
very considerable.

Mr. Haviogton agreed with the views of
the attorney general.

The resolution was carried unanimously.

Mr. Alward made his motion in reference
to the claim of Daniel W. Clark.

Hon. Blair said the claim was an old one,
and the facts were not within the personal
knowledge of any wmember of the govern-
ment. If he were inclined to express any
opinion at present he would say that the
paylag of the cluim is very doubtful.

Hon. Mr. Blsir submitted returns in an-

swor to Dr, Atkiasen's motion relating to

speedy 1 t and an equi distribu-
tion of the estate. The present difficulty is
due to the fact that there is no insolvency
act. Under this bill a debtor would have no
chance of making preferences and creditors
would be placed in & much better position
than now when private parties are appoint~
ed as trustees. There are too many cases
where their work is not done effectively. If
the trustees held their positions through ap-
pointment by the Lt. Governor, it was rea-
sonable to expect that another state of
aftairs would prevail. There was nothing
compulsory in the bill ; under it no one was
compelled to aseign, but it was intended to
apply to cases where debtors had assigned.
An assignment having been made, it was
desirable that the estate should be wound up
as speedily as possible, and that the distri-
bution should be on an equitable basis. The
principal object of the bill was to prevent
fraudlent preferences. He (Blair) further
explained the bill and said that if the pro-
visions of the bill were considered too strin-
gent, the government would be pleased to
bave suggestions from any member of the
committee.

Mr. Alward agreed with the attorney gen-
eral that the present law was unsatisfactory,
and fully concurred with him in what he
had said in reference to fraudulent prefer-
ences. Under such preferences one er two
persons get the bulk of an estate and the
creditors lose almost everything. At the
same time the question arose as to how far
this bill interferred with the exclusive rights
of the dom'nion parliament. He quoted
authority to show that the making of bank-
ruptey and insolvency laws was entirely the
right of that parliament. He gave a history
of the progress of insolvency laws in Eng-
land, commencing with the act passed in
the time of Henry VIII., and dealing with
that act and the acts passed during the
reigns of Elizabeth and Ann. He read the
6th and 25th sections of this bill and gave
it as his .opinion that they contained the
elements of the law of insolvency, and
therefore it would be ultra vires for this
house to pass such an act.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the view of the hon
gentleman had not escaped the attention of
the g The question of jurisdicti
was involved in considerable obscurity. He
knew that under the B. N. A. Act the Domin-
ion parliament had the right to deal with
such matters. If that inlrlilment does not
act, he was not prepared to say that the
provincial parliament bad not the authority.
It is proper for us to assert our rights,
rather than by abstaining to declare an
opinion admit that we have no right. The
legisiature should affirm Its right, leaving
the question to be settled by the courts. He
(Hon. Mr. Blair) said that Manitoba and
Ontario had passed somewhat similiar bills
to this, and the minister of justice had not
advised the governor general to disallow the
acts.

Mr. Hanington said that mode of discuss-
ing this q i was bj bl In
matters of deubt he thought it was the pro-
per course to assume that we bave the power
and then let the question be settled by the
courts. He thought such a bill as this
should not be brought into operation unless
there wasa great demand for it. The cir-
cumstances of the country did not require
such a measure. It was very much the same
as the insolvency act, the repeal of which

.caused a feeling of relief in this dominion.

Under insvlvency yet there were as many
cases of fraudulent preferences as before.
Such a bill as this increased litigation, leav-
ing less of the estate to go to the creditors.
He pointed out several objectionable features
in this bill. He thought a man out of busi-
ness who endorsed for one in business should
have a preference over the person who had
had business dealings with the other for
years. [Mr. Hanington had the floor at six
o'clock, when the attorney genersl consent-
ed to have progress reported with leave to
sit again, so that Mr. Hanington, whose
physical condition will not admit of his at-
tending evening sessions, may have achance
of continuing his remarks on another dav.]

After supper Dr. Berryman committed a
bill to authorize the appointment of a com-
mission to examine into and to report upon
the system and management of the depart-
ment of sewerage and water supply in St.
John (east) and Portland, Mr. Murray in the
chair.

The bill was discussed at very great length
and finally agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Ritchie introduced & bill to pro-
vide for » commissioner, under chap. 38 of
the cou. vlidated statutes and amending acts,
resident in the town of Moncton.

Hon. Mr. Ritchie also introduced a bill to
alter the time of holding county courts in
Westmorlaad and Albert counties.

Mr. Wilson, from committee on liens, re-
commended that bill to the favorable consid-
eration of the house.

Frivay, April 1.,

Mr. Leblanc committed the bill to erect
part of the parish of St. Mary’s, Kent Co.;
into & separate parish, Mr. Hibbard in the
chair. The bill was agreed to.

Mr. Hutchison committed the bill to in-
corporate the Ohatham and Buctouche Rail-
way Co., Mr. Bellamy in the chair.

The first gection was voted dowo and &
motion made that the chairman report the
resolution,

Mr. Hutchison protested against such pro-
ceeding. The bill had been voted down
without serious consideration and he asked
justice at the hands of the members. This
bill seeks to incorporate an important road.

Mr. Tweedie—Our country does not want
it or seek it. Mr. Tweedie said he was op-
posed to sectional legislation which would
result from carrying out Mr. Hutohison's
view.

The motion that the resolution be reperted
was carried,

Dr. Moore committed the bill to incorpor-
ate the York and Carleton railway company,
Mr. Tweedie in the chair. Dr. Mooie ex-
plained the bill at considerable length, de-
scribing thesplendid country the road would

opbu up and also statiog that this leglslas

tion was songht by the Northern & Western
railway company and others. Agreed to
with amendmenta.

Mr. Wilson committed the bill to incor-
porate the Fredericton Street Railway Co.,
Mr. Park in the chair. Mr. Wilson moved
as one of the amendments that the company
shall not be permitted to run any convey-
ance on the Lord’s day.

Messrs. Black and Blair favored the
amendment. Mr. Speaker proposed that in-
stead of Mr. Wilson's amendment the 12th
section be amended, leaving in the hands of
city council the right to impose terms as to
running of the cars.

Mr. Wilson pressed his amendment, which
was lost, and Mr. Speaker's amendment
adopted. The bill as amended was agreed to.

Mr. Baird, from the committee on the claim
of James Tibbits, in reference to moneys
alleged to be due him from this province as
terest growing out of the disputed terri-
tory fund, “so called,” reported that the
committee are of opinion that it has been
settled and concluded. With reference to
Mr. Tibbits' alleged claim for export daties
and tonnage fees, the committee recommend-
ed it to the tavorable consideration of the
government. The report was adopted.

Roadmaster Casey has been at his wit's
end to know whose application for drains to
fill first, and just how and where they should
be dug. How to make water run up hill
seemed to be the great question that agitated
the minds of the workmen yesterday.
Drains have been opened wup nearly the
whole length of Queen street, and the walls
of snow and ice along the front street pre-
sent w scene never before witnessed in April
by even the oldest inhabitants of the city.
Travelling on the country roads is as good
as it has been any time during the winter,
the depth of snow in turning out being the
only obstacle in travelling. The weather is
raw and chilly again to-day, and another
snow storm is threatened.

ON AN EQUAL BASIS.

The Views of the Income
Men Prevail in the As-
sembly.

A Just, Equal and Propor-
tionate Rate of Taxation
on Property and Income
in Fredericton. :

The city council’s assessment law was
committed in the legislature at noon to-day
Ly Hon. Mr. Blair. The first eight sections
relating to a new valuation, passed the
hovse unanimously.

Sec. 9, relating te tax on debts which has
been subject to several material changes in
committee since the bill has heen published,
also passed without amendments.

Sec. 10, relating to taxation on mortgages
was struck out altogether.

Sec. 11, relating to income exemptions was
passed over.

Sec. 12, the most noteworthy section in
the bill and one to which so much opposition
has been raised particularly by the income
taxpayers, was the subject of & general dis-
cussion among the members. The section as
contaioed in the bill is as follows :

When any amount is ordered by the City
Council to be assessed, and a warrant of as-
sessment shall oe issued therefor, the agses-
sors, after deducting the amount to be real-
ized by the assessment of two dollars per
head as a poll tax, under ** Chapter 65 of
the Counsolidated Statutes'’ of ‘‘ Schools,”
aad the Act to consolidate the Debenture
Debt of the City [Acts of 1881, Uap. 44)
#hall levy sod assess one-eighth part of the
balance of said amouot by an equal and
uniform poll rate upon the male inhabitants
of the city [making, however, a proportion-
ato deduction on the inhabitants of that por-
tion of the city exempt from payment of fire,
gas and water rates] and the residue of the
said amount they sball assess by a just and
proportionate rate upon the real and per-
sonal estate liable to be assessed, at twenty

er cent. of its lprr-iled value, and upon
incomes at their full value, less the two hun-
dred and fifty dollars in each case hereinbe-
fore exempted from taxation.

Dr, Stockton spoke at considerable length
against the principle of the section and be-
lieved that income and property should be
taxed on the same basis. He quoted the
sections of the provincial law and the St.
Jobn and Portland assessment acts wkerein
real estate and income was rated equally,

He moved as an amendment that all the
words after ‘assess’ bestruck out aud the fol-
lowing substituted in liea thereof, making
the whole section to read as follows :

“When any amount is ordered by the city
council to be assessed and & wairant of as-
sessment shall be issued therefore, the asses-
sors, after deducting the amount to be
realized by the assessment of two dollars
per head ns a pell tax under chapter 65 of
the conlolid-us statutes of schools and the
act to consolidate the debenture debt of the
city, sball levy and assess the vesidue of said
amount by a just equal and proportionate
rate upon real property within the city and
upon the personal property and income of
the inhabi s thereof, making, however,
& propor te deduction on the inhabitants
of that portion of the city exempt from pay-
ment of fire gas and water rates.’”’

Mr. Hetherington did not believe in any
exemptions and in valuing property for the
purpose of taxation on the same basis where-
ever found.

Mr. Hutchi hought that Frederi
should bave the same assessment law as the
rest of the province, but he believed that the
true basis was to tax all property on an in-
come basis. Mr. Hutchison bad not con-
cluded his remarks when the house took
recess for dinner. %

The discussion on taxation on income and
property was resumed at three o'clock this
afternoon.

Mr. Blairspoke in favor of the amendment.
He bad always advocated the principle or
uniformity and equalization and he could
not do anything else than vote against this
section of the bill.

Mr. Baird followed in favor of the amend-
ment and Mr. Wilson in favor of the bill as
presented.

Upon the vote being taken Dr. Stockton’s
amendment carried by a two-third’s vote.

Bection 17 of the act was amended 0 as
to make the law comse into operation this
year.

The last few sections of the bill were un-
der congideration at 4 o'clock.

THE STOCK HORSE SALE,

The Pure Breeds that Remnin in ¥
“Balbougie Prince” the orit

A St. Mary's correspondent wauts to
know whether the Cleveland Bay “ Duke of

K—

was stated in Toe GLEANER, or was sold to
the St. Mary’s and Stanley Societies as given
in the reports in the St. John papers. In
answer to the inquiry we can say that the
horse meationed above was bid in by Mr.
Iaches for the St. Mary's and Stanley socie-
ties, but was afterwards sold to Mr. J. Rich-
ardson, of St. Andrews, the St. Marys and
Stanley societies taking ‘‘ Angus Chief’ in-
stead. ‘' The Prior,”” a handsome Clydes-
dale stallion, was purchased by the Kings-
clear society and the Queensbury and
Southampton society, and ‘' Gipsey Boy"'
was taken by Mr. J. Robinson, ot Harvey,
making three pure bred animals which re-
main for serviee in York. The Hambletonian
trotting stallion ‘‘Harry Wilkes" will also
stand a portion of the time during the sea-
son in Fredericton.

** Balbougie Prince,”” which was consider-
ed the less saleable horse, was not put up
till near the close of the sale, and was taken
by the St. John society at the upset price,
all the other districts having been supplied.
Contrary to expectations, the St. John men
appear to be highly satisfied with their pur-
chase since leaving Fredericton. ‘At a
meetiog of the Agricultural Society yester-
day afternoon,”” says the Globe, ‘ the re-
port of the committee on the purchase of one
of the stock borses provoked some comment.
It appeared to be the general opinion that in
‘Balbougie Prince' the committee had
struck an excellent bargain. A Kent county
society had already offered the St. John
society & premium of $200 on its bargain.
The thaoks of the society were tendered the
committee.”

The Blocknde Brokeu at Lnst,

The great blockade on the Queber division
of the Intercolonial railway was raised late
Thursday evening, and trains reached St.
John yesterday noovn. Fully 1,500 passen-
gers, including 700 immigrants were snow
bound. In many places aleng the line the
snow dritts are 30 feet in depth and over a
thousand shovellers were at work night and
day to free the trains. During their week’s
sojourn in the drifts, passengers endured
great hardships, and the railway authorities
had to strain every nerve to get food to the
passengers. It is now feared that when
warm weather sets in the mountains of snow
on either side of the rail will slide down and
once more block traffic and that in the event
of & heavy rain setting in suddenly the re-
sult woul trous.
