THE CONVENTION.

Most Successjul Year the University Ever Had 
—Case of Moulton’s Principal.

Welcome From Mayor and Greetings From 
Other Denominations to Baptists.

At the afternoon session of the On­
tario and Quebec Association, in James 
Street Baptist Church, yesterday, the 
report of the McMaster University, one 
of the most important questions whivir ! 
tne association uas to neat with, was 
discussed, and, contrary to the custom 
of previous years, passed unanimously.
1,11« report was one of the most satisfac­
tory tuat has been presented and all 
Lue speakers made mention of the fact 
that me year had ended with a substan­
tial amount of money on hand, instead 
of a deficit, as had been the case m 
previous years. The section which re­
ceived the most discussion was that 
which referred to the principal of Moul­
ton College, as the year there had been 
the most prosperous on record.

The session was opened sharp on time 
and the devotional Aercises were con­
ducted by Rev. W. E. Hindson, of Bcach- 
villts.

Prof. J. L. Gilmour asked to be allow 
ed to speak, as lie found himself in a pe­
culiar position, inasmuch as he had been 
elected the lepresentative of the church 
of which he was a member, and thought 
as such should receive the same privileg­
es as the delegates. It was decided that 
he and others, who were in the same po­
sition could obtain the delegates' certifi­
cates by applying to the secretary and 
identifying themselves.

McMASTER UNIVERSITY.
. 'J he report of McMaster University in 
part was as follows: The enrolment of 
students in the University an<4 the Col­
leges: Arts 229, theology 54, registered 
twice 9, net enrolment at the University 
274, Woodstock College 173, Moulton 
College 210, making a total of 657.

The various societies during the year 
showed increased activity. No changes 
of policy occurred and the members of 
the faculty all did their utmost to make 
t!u> year, a successful one. The profes­
sors had all expressed themselves highly 
pleased with the result of the year’s 
work. Professor Cross resigned as Pro­
fessor of History and although his re­
signation was a serious blow, his posi­
tion had been ably filled. Dr. Edmund 
H. Oliver and Professor Dale also re­
signed their positions. Mr. Campbell, M. 
A., had been promoted to Professor of 
Latin. Professor Gilmour was transfer­
red from the chair of Homiletics to that 
of Church History, and Dr. Thomas 
Trotter was appointed to the position 
left vacant by Dr. Gilmour.

Other appointments to the university 
staff, made during the year, are as fol-

Mr. W. Stewart Wallace. B. A., a 
graduate of the University of Toronto, 
and of the University of Oxford, to the 
lectureship in history.

Mr. A. W. Pratt, B. A., a graduate 
of the University of Cambridge, to the 
lectureship in French.

Mr. Wallace and Mr. Pratt will also 
assist in Greek and German, respec-

Mr. W. Harvey MeXairn, M. A., a 
graduate of the University of Toronto, 
to the lectureship in mineralogy and 
geology.

Mr. F.. .7. Farmer. B. A., n graduate 
of McMaster University, to the libra- 
rianship and the readership in English.

Questions as to the teaching in Old 
Testament introduction have received 
long and serious consideration by the 
Senate. These questions, and the whole 
attitude of the university towards the 
Bible, are of such far-reaching import­
ance to the denomination that they re­
quire the fullest consideration possible. 
This consideration the responsible au­
thorities intend to give, at meetings to 
be called specially for this purpose at 
such time as may reasonably assure full 
attendance of the members. The mak­
ing of any furtheV report to the con­
vention is deferred until after such 
consideration.

Changes in Woodstock College and 
Moulton College were noted, and the 
report said :

On March 30. 1909. Mr. Hardy, pre 
•ented his resignation as principal of 
Mpulton College. The resignation was 
accepted by the Board of Governors at 
the meeting held on May 11. 1909.

Mias Charlotte Thrall, the vice-prin­
cipal. is now in earge of the college, 
pending the appointment of a principal.

On July 29. 1909, Hon. John Dryden 
passed a wav after an illness extending 
over several months. The Senate and 
Board of Governors placed on their re­
cords a resolution, which was unani­
mously adopted.

FIRST SURPLUS.

The report was presented by the 
Chancellor, Alexander C. McKay, B. A..
LL.D.. of McMaster. He said it was the 
fifth time he had presented the report 
but it was the first time he has to re­
port » surplus on hand, and it was the 
only one on record. The attendance had 
increased very materially, year by Year,

of presenting the reports until the stu­
dents now enrolled numbered 274, and 
about 36 per cent, of that number had 
the Baptist ministry as their aim. His 
stand was for freedom, progress and in­
vestigation, welcoming truth and not 
binding free enquiry, for the fullest 
and freest investigation, not only in 
the scientific realm, but in the realm 
of biblical scholarship, holding fast the 
historical position ou freedom and res­
ponsibility of the individual ; refusing 
to bind or to be bound by any human 
creed, taking a stand on the word of

James Kyrie, in seconding the adop­
tion of the report, said that during the 
past twenty years he had materially 
changed his views on certain questions.
At tbat time he considered it the duty 
of the State to attend to the educatiotf.
He had also, changed his mind in re­
gard to sending children to boarding 
schools, because he now thought that 
by so doing, they received a double edu­
cation, that within the walls of the 
schools, and that on the campus bv be­
coming associated with the other boys.
He did not believe in wrapping the boys 
up in batting because they might as 
well be traiued to fight the battles 
which they sooner or later would have 
to face alone and by an education such 
as they would receive at a boarding 
school they would be more fit to contend 
with the evil forces which they would 
come in contact with in later life. In 
the boarding school, too, the inmates 
were taught systematic habits which 
would cling to them in after life such 
as doing things at regular times and 
thus making it much easier. Last of all, 
he thought the denomination should be 
congratulated on having such a chan­
cellor as Mr. McKay.

Dr. Thomas Trotter said it gave him 
profound gratification to look over such 
an encouraging report. He had been 
present at the time of the start and 
therefore was more competent, maybe, 
than some who had been continually as­
sociated with it, to judge of the remark­
able progress that had been made by 
the university. Although he had been 
a long time away, he had been follow­
ing the Master's gleam—not the gleam 
of gold, he had only realised 60 cents 
on the dollar of what he had been re­
ceiving in Toronto. He had come back 
with a deeper belief in the power of 
the gospel of Jesus Christ, and of' the 
importance of the Christian ministry.

Rev. C. Elliott, of Stratford, brought 
up the question as to why the principal 
of Moulton College had been dismissed 
stating as his reason for doing so that 
a number of those present were in the 
dark in the matter as the year had been 
on# of the most prosperous in the his­
tory of the college, and from outside ac­
tions, it appeared as though there was 
something behind the matter He did 
not want to pry into the business of 
the governors, hut thought that the de­
legates might be told the reason for 
such an action. If the business was pure­
ly private, then it should have been 
stated as such.

The Chancellor answered that many 
questions had better be answered in pri­
vate. The change had been made be­
cause the Board of Governora thought 
it best, and when the principal was ask­
ed for his resignation he submitted it.

Things were assuming a threatening 
attitude when the moderator suggested 
that a few verses of the well-known 
hymn. ' Blest be the Tie That Binds," 
be sung, and he saved the day.

Rev. J. B. Kennedy, Toronto, said 
he did not think it fair to the princi­
pal to let doubt rest in the minds of 
the delegates, but he wanted it under­
stood that the principal was held in 
the highest esteem by all.

The report was unanimously adopted.
CONGO MISSION.*

Rev. ('. K. McLeod, introduced Rev. 
Thomas Moody, a missionary, who gave 
a short address, in which he pictured 
the conditions in the Congo in all their 
terribleness, and said that far from be­
ing over-estimated, it was the reverse, 
as crimes were committed there which 
the world never knew of. As an illus­
tration. he told of how at one time he 
had found three baskets of hands which 
had been cut from people. King Leopold 
wouldn't sell the sites for missions. The 
poor natives were forced to work, and 
received hut a minimum of what they, 
should receive for their work. 

GOVERNORS ELECTED.
The officers elected to fill the vacant, 

positions on the Board of Governors of 
McMaster were James Ryrie. Dr. XV. II. 
Norton. Dr. J. G. Brown and Mr. John 
First brook.

EVENING SESSION.
The only matter discussed in the even­

ing was the fifty-eighth report of the 
Home Mission Board which was passed.

The addresses of welcome at the open­
ing of the session occupied considerable

Mayor McLaren, in welcoming the vis­
itors,* expressed his pleasure on behalf 
of the citir.ens of Hamilton. It was a 
particular pleasure to have them, as 
the)- tended toward good. The forces 
of evil were growing stronger every day, 
and also were becoming more crafty. He 
hoped the church represented would 
have as great growth as it had in the 
past. He considered the Baptists among 
the most honorable people in the conn 
try. and would like to have more like 
them. Next time he would like to see 
a convention for North America. If 
next year the convention was to be held 
in this city early in the season, a better 
opportunity of seeing the country would 
he had. He hoped that they would en­
joy themselves while here.

The Moderator in replying said the 
Mayor would experience a different, at­
mosphere from that of the Convention 
in the Council, but hoped the change 
would be beneficial. The Baptists in 
Ontario and Quebec had heard much 
about the industrious city of Hamilton, 
and were pleased of the opportunity to 
and were pleased with the opportunity 
to visit the city.

Rev. John Young, representing the 
resbyterians. extended a hearty wel­

come on behalf of that body. The influ­
ence of the Convention would help the 
Presbyterians, as they were anxiously 
striving in the same work. For him to 
say Hamilton was a little more right­
eous than the city of Toronto might not 
mean much. He welcomed them to th» 
city because he believed it would make 
the city more righteous and Christlik.*.

HOME MISSION BOARD.
The report of the Home Mission Board 

in part was as fololws:
The record of conversions and bap­

tisms. churches organized, missions plant­
ed, chapels built and mission money con 
trihuted wee anxiously watched, and 
they all pointed unerringly to the real 
spiritual condition of the churches.

During the year the Board has assist­
ed in the support of 1245 regular pastors, 
representing 243 churches and preaching 
stations, and 43 students, representing 
70 chtirche* ami preaching «tâtions, or a 
total of 188 pastors and students, repre-

churehes have raised for their own sup­
port $50.408. as compared with $50,562 
for la*t year. During the veer they gave 
for Home Missions $2.830, for Foreign 
Missions $2,470, for Western Mission# 
$940. for Grand Ligue $704. and for oth°r 
beneficial objects $325, or a total of $7.- 
269. The number of'new chapels erected 
or in process of erection at the closing 
of the year was ten. These were at the 
following places: FI am boro Centre, Fer­
guson Avenue (Hamilton), Thompson, 
Dryden. Port Arthur (Scandinavian!, 
Mar. Bedford Park. Willoughly Avenue 
(Toronto). Wychwood (Toronto), Mount 
Dennis (Toronto). The total or approx 
imate value of these buddings is about 
$22,400. The churches organized have 
been seven in number. Only two churches 
have declared for self-support. Five 
other churches have reduced their appli­
cation* for help, relieving the Home Mis­
sion Board to the extent of $250.

In the matter of financée the year 
was rather disappointing. The large in­
crease last year over the previous year 
and the growing interest in the Laymen's 
Miseoinary Movement made the pros­
pects for the past year appear bright 
However, there wqs not a decrease, the 
income being alKiut the same. The re­
ceipts in 1907 amounted to $32,000. and 

I in 190$ the amount was $.39,000.
The report was carried unanimously.

LIVE STOCK.
