I CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH.

On Sunday night the Rev. Dudley B. 
Ashford spoke on a subject very ap­
propriate to the day of Thanksgiving 
for Peace, namely, “The Church and 
Permanent Peace.” He took as his 
text the words in Rev. 11, 15, “The 
Kingdoms of this world are become 
the kingdoms of our Lord and of His 
Christ; and He shall reign for ever 
and ever.” That is the vision of a 

! great far-off Divine event to which the 
j whole creation moves. When that day 
I comes and not till then shall we know 
what permanent peace is. Even the 
most optimistic people must feel that 
that day is still far off. Yet on this 
day set apart as a day of thanksgiving 
for peace, it is well for us to consider 
how that peace can be made perman­
ent, and what part the church has 
in this great task. Nothing was more 
pathetically patent in Aug. 1914, than 
the inability of the church to prevent

the war. And yet if there was any 
society which should have been able 
to do so, it was surely the church. 
But Christendom was so divided into 
rational churches and denominations 
that when the crisis came she was 
both deaf and dumb and impotent. 
Peace has once again come to this 
war-wearied world, for which we 
thank God. The horror and the crime 
of war has been burned into the heart 
and the mind of this generation. If | ^ 
humanity is not to be utterly destroy­
ed and unless all our sacrifice and 
suffering has been in vain, this thing 
must never happen again. But how 
are we going to prevent future wars? 
This is the vital question. The old 
international methods, such as secret 
diplomacy and balance of power, have 
proved a failure. Some new form of 
internationalism is needed, if the 
world is to be made safe for democ­
racy. Some claim that socialism is 
on international movement which can 
prevent war. Let us acknowledge that 
socialism and the great Labour move­
ment have had a great influence, hut 
they are not truly international, be­
cause they represent only a section of 
society, namely the working classes, 
And although against war in the mili­
tary sense, they openly advocate the 
economic war against capital, I am 
not saying that they are not justified 
in this, but I do say that they do not 
represent a movement which can pre­
vent war, and 1914 showed that when 
it comes to a choice between one’s 
country and one’s socialism, one’s 
country has it. The Church of Christ 
is the true international movement.
It recognizes neither country nor 
class nor colour In theory at least. 
The essence of the church is that It 
it is an international brotherhood, 
based upon a universal fatherhood, 
and the great need of the church to­
day is that it should realise its inter- ' 
national character. The curse of the 
church in the past has been its div­
ision into national churches and 
sects, such as the Church of England, 
the Church of Scotland, the Lutheran 
Church, whereas in reality there s 
only one church, the Church of Christ.
A truly catholic church could have 
prevented the war and could prevent 
future wars. Some people blame 
Christianity for the last war, but this is 
silly: it was the lack of Christianity 
which made it, possible. But if all 
Christian people in all countries could 
only haye brought their united in­
fluence to bear upon the politics of 
their time, they could have prevented 
war. Hence the great need is that the 
various sections of the church should 
be united or at least allied. In the 
past they have been more like enemies, 
but thre are signs of a great change 
coming. The walls that divide the var­
ious sections of the church are grow­
ing very thin ; soon we may hope to 
see a united church bringing all her 
power to bear upon the work of es­
tablishing of permanent peace, not 
only intcrnaticnal, but also social and 
individual is the work of the church.
