Baird, Ltd. At the age of thirty-two
years Mr. Stott started business for
himself, and rapidly earned a high
reputation for the quality of his wares
and the courtesy and efficiency of his
service, which ensured the success
that followed him from the start. The
deceased was a life-long member of
the Presbyterian Church.
