CORONER’S INQUEST.

An inquest was held by Dr. Howitt, in
the Police Court to-day (Thursday,) on
the body of Thomas Chamberlain, who
died last night from the effects of wounds
inflicted by a gunshot on the evening of
Monday last. We have already record-
ed that the boy was one of a party who
went to a charivari of a young man named
Foster, who lived in the vicinity of Slee-
man’s brewery, and who had lately got
married, and that a gun was protruded
through a window, and the shot dischar-
ged into the crowd which resulted in
Chamberlain's death.. From that time
until Wednesday night the boy endured
| extreme torture, but as we have related,
r death stepped in and relieved him of his
| sufferings. The jury that sat on the case
wag composed of the following gentle-
men : Chas.

The annual meefing of the Guelph
Branch of the Upper Canada Bible Society
was held last (Wednesday) night in the
UTown Hall. There was a large atten-
dance, the Hall being well filled. James
Hough, HEsq., President of the Society,
occupied the chair, and on the platform
besidé him were the Agent of the Society,
most of the ministers in town, besides the

; | other officors of the Society. The pro-

ceedings were opened with devotional
exercises, the choir of the Congregational
church leading the music, accompanied
by the organ. The Rev. Mr. Hogg en-
gaged in prayer, and the Rev. Mr. Clarke
read a portion of Scripture. The choir
alsoat intervals during the evening gave
some anthems, which added greatly to
the interest of the proceedings.

Nothing in our times is more remark-
able than the universally pervading and
penetrating character of the Bible Soci-
ety. It has supplied the Word of Gob to
nations that are now extinct, and printed
it in tongues that are spoken no more ;

- | and has thus supplied the light of life to

nations in their e to oblivion. The
Bible Society has moulded into form and
printed the Divine Word in languages
that were unknown for years after the
Society began its operations, and now
stands prepared to do the same work of
mercy for nations that may yet be born,
and for tongues now unknown, but which
may yet be discovered.

The Society has never yet abandoned
a field upon which it has once established
operations, and though on some oc¢casions
—as in the case of Austria in 1853, and of
Madagascar about 27 years ago—the So-
| ciety has been for a time driven from the
soil, yet its agents have ever waited with
their work of mercy at the door, and have
sooner or later found an effectual door of
entrance. The friends of this Society

| Society has penetrated alike the cottage
and the palace, and operates in fortress
and on the field. It spreads the Word of
Life through city and through town, and
sends it to continent and island ; and while
we are assembled here the people of every
land (would that we could say “all the
people of every land,”) are reading the
word of life supplied mainly by the in-
strumentality of that great parent society
with which 1t is at once ouz duty and our
honour to co-operate. Theday is happily
past when a Report like this now submit-
ted can contain a statement of even the
more important items of progress—we
must condense into totals.

Foreign Bible Society for the past yearis
in round numbers $1,327,000. The total
or parts of the Scriptures. They; are dis-
tributed through more than 4 bran-
ches and aucxiliaries and in 50 different
empires, kingdoms, dominions and nation-
alities, and in 200 languages. Every
crowned head to whom the Bible has been
offered has accepted it—even the Sultan.
The only two exceptions are the Pope and
his worthy eldest daughter, the Queen of
Spain, who are the only two monarchs
who resolutely refuse to receive the Scrip-
tures, and the only two Sovereigns who
inexorably bar every avenue against the
entrance of the Word to their people, and
their dominions are the fairest examples
of what a people become who are depriv-
ed of the Word of Life.

The state and transactions of the Upper
Canada Bible Society during the past
year are of yndiminished interestand im-
portance, and may be learned from the
Report so extensively circulated, and from
the address of the Agent whom we shall
have the pleasure of hearing this evening
—while the reports of the Treasurer and
Depositary will show the operations of
our own Branch.

In view of past success, we thank God
and in the face of future labors we take
courage. .

The Rev. Mr. Griffin moved the adop-
tion of the Report and the appointment
of the office bearers for the year. In
doing so he made some excellent and per-
tinent remarks in regard to the influence
which the Bible exerts on a nation. Men
often attributed the success of nations to
manyand diverse causes,but the spirit and
truths of the Bible were the true founda-
tions of any country's greatness and pros-
perity. He instanced the case of our
revered mother country, where the King
of Zion holds the sceptre of the Queen of
Great Britain. In applying this principle
to our own country, he said the success of
this Dominion of ours would be due not
to Confederation but to the spreading of
God’s word into every corner of the land,
and the influence its truths would exert on
men’s minds. Seeing therefore that the
Bible Society was such an important
agency in bringing this about, it was the
duty of every lover of his country to aid
it in the great work to which its energies
were directéd. He then moved that the

But the assertion that man’s need
of the Bible was now as much as ever‘

necessary was as immutable as the author
of the Bible itself. He then went on to
combat the statement we sometimes hear |
that the machinery for carrying on the |
Bible Society was too costly, and showed |
clearly that in view of the amount of
work done, and the great results accom-
plished, the expense was but a mere |
fraction of the revenue. |
The Rev. W. Brookman, Agent of the
| U. C. Bible Society, seconded the resolu-
tion, and in the course of his speech gave
an interesting sketch of the work and
progress of the Parent Society, and also
of the Upper Canada Bible Society. Last
year the increased receipts of the Parent
Society amounted to £10,000. Up to last
year over fiftytwo and a half million
copies of the Scriptures, or parts of them J
had been issued direct from the office of |
the British and Foreign Bible Society. |

copies issued by other Societies, and we
| have over ninety million copies issued |
during the past sixty-three years.

Jologne, Frankfort and Berlin an im-
mense number of copies had been put in
|'circulation. In Austria during the past
three years over 156,000 copies had been
issued, which was in pleasant contrast to
the time (1853) when the Bible was for-
bidden to be circulated in the empire,
Since that order was rescinded a great in-
crease in the circulation of the Scriptures
had taken place every year. In Poland |
| during the past few months 34,420 had
been distributed from Warsaw. Over
62,000 copies had been distributed or sold
to the Prussian soldiers during the late
war between Prussia and Austria. In
Russia the number distributed last year
was 62,000. A Bible Society had been |
formed at St. Petersburg, to which the
Emperor gave at the start $25,000, and
romised an annual subscription of $8,000.
n Italy the number of copiegistributed
las*. year were 43,618, being an increase
of 1,550 over the previous year. In Tur-
key there were 20,338 copies distributed
last year, being an increase of 4,000. In
other places where the Society labored,
such a8 China, India, Africa and the
South Sea Islands equally gratifying
progress was recorded.

Loxpon, Nov. 27th—In the House
of Commons last nilil,)t, the debate on
the Abyssinian war became quite ani-
mated, and was prolonged to a late
hour. A disposition was shown in thes
discussion to Eress the Ministry on the
ground that they had sent-off the mili-
tary and naval expedition to Abys
on the sole advice of Gen. Robért
pier, its commander, without waiting
to obtain the sanction of Parliament;
but the Government made a satisfae-
tory defence of its action, and, at the
conclusion of the debate, the ‘uupﬁz
of two million pounds, required by
Chaneellor of the Exchequer to meet
