The National Temperanceas 

sent out a call for a National e 
Convention to be held at Sara 3, 
commencing July 15, 1891. Tn

These curious earth-convusions arc alluded 
to by many writers of theperiod, and give 
rise to no end of litiation respecting 
property rights. Tn the royal archives is 
an exact account of throe events which 
are described under the leading of “Pro­
digies of Nature."

The Relative Strength of Ice.
The fact is recorded of a gentleman hav­

ing driven a tandem team across tho Ser- 
pentine. The ice on the Serpentine was 
about nine inches or so thick. The fol­
lowing figures are taken from Span’s 
Engineers’ Tables: “A thickness of two 

* inches will allow the passage of men in 
single file on a line of planks placed ou tho 
ice. No other row of planks should be 
placed nearer than six feet A thickness of 
four inches will allow the passage of 
cavalry, carts or light guns, with a mod- 
erate interval between each. A thickness 
of six inches will allow the passage of 
wagons drawn by horses, etc. A thickness 
of 10 to 12 inches will support the heaviest 
loads ever likely to pass over ice.”
