LONDON, CANADA.
London and suburbs have a population of 

40,000 persons.
London is situated in the garden of 

Canada, midway between the Niagara a nd 
the Detroit Rivers.

London is the center of nine different 
lines of railway, giving easy access to the 
whole continent, and to the lakes and sea­
board.

London has direct connection with the 
three great Canadian lines of railway—the 
Grand Trunk, the Canadian Pacific, and the 
Michigan Central.

London controls a line of railway from 
the city to Port Stanley, on Lake Erie.
