London, Dec. 5—12:30 p.m.—While re- 
ports continue to come into London 
that the battle of Lodz has ended in a 
Russian victory, any official confir­
mation is still lacking, and it is appar­
ent to British observers that condi­
tions in the north of Poland are : today 
virtually the same as they were one 
week ago, after the German army had 
been saved from overwhelming defeat 

‘by the brilliant operations of General 
j Mackensen.
. Details of the Lodz fighting are begin- 
Ining to filter through, and they easily 
|prove it to have been the most bloody 
; struggle of the war. The Germans are 
described as lighting their way through 
the Russian lines over the heaped-up 

. bodies of their comrades.
Berlin claims heavy captures of pris- 

' oners in this struggle, while from Kiev 
: comes the announcement that the for­

tress there is crowded with German 
prisoners. Incidentally Kiev reports 
that since the beginning of the war 
130,000 soldiers and 2,500 officers have 
passed through Kiev as prisoners of 
war. The Allies lave ceased claiming 
a tremendous victo-y in Northern Po­
land, but they do assert that the opera­
tions there have been a strategic defeat 
for Germany and a tactical victory for 
Russia.

Fortresses Intact.
The Russians would appear not yet 

to have been diverted from their at­
tacks in Galicia and the invasion of 
Hungary, but the fortresses of 
Przemys! and Cracow—still are Intact, 
and are likely to put up a stronger de- 
fence against the Russians than did 

: the Belgian forts against the Germans. 
|Unless a decisive defeat can be inflicted 

on the Austrian army at Czenstochowa, 
! it is argued in London, it is not prob­

able that the Russian army of the 
south will be in a position to begin 
any serious invasion of Silesia until 
Cracow has been reduced.

An eye-witness with the British forces 
in France reports that both sides in 
West Flanders are engaged in siege 
operations, and that the Germans have 
almost entirely abandoned their infan­
try assaults in force. A novel kind of 
warfare, recalling the hand-to-hand 
combats of a century ago, but with en- 
trenching and engineering features un­
dreamed of before the days of the pres­
ent powerful explosives, is a feature of 
the fighting along the western battle-

, front.

the enemy. There ha been some shell- 
ing of the rear of our front lines south. 
of the Lys, but this form of annoyance 
diminishes daily along the whole front. 
Sniping, however, is carried on almost 
incessantly. There seems to be little 
doubt that the Germans are employing 
civilians, either willingly or unwillingly, 
to dig trenches; some civilians have 
been seen and shot while engaged in 
this work.

Germans Admit Failure.
While it is necessary to accept the 

evidence of all prisoners with caution, 
there is a change in the views expressed 
by some officers captured recently, 
which appears to be genuine.

“‘Prime Minister Count Tisza re­

turned to Budapest after a four-days 
visit to Germany last night, and had 
a warm reception at the club of his 
party. In my letter I mentioned that 
the object of his visit was to demand 
adequate forces from the German gen-: 
eral staff and Emperor to defend theI 
frontiers of Hungary, and that he had 
undertaken this mission because of 
threats of opposition members of the 
national committees, but nothing was 
published in the papers as to this reason 
previous to or during his visit.

“‘The result of Count Tisza’s mission 
was very unsatisfactory. It was com­
municated to me by a Liberal member 
of Parliament this morning as follows: 

Saw the Chancellor.
“ ‘The Prime Minister, first of all. had 

an interview with the Imperial Chan­
cellor, Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollweg, but, 
of course, they only discussed the polit­
ical side of the question. Count Tisza 
put it quite clearly to the chancellor 
that he could not guarantee the good­
will and loyalty of Hungary unless more 
attention was paid to the interests of

Cannonding Decreased.
The change within the last few days 

of what may be termed the atmosphere 
of the battlefield has been marked. The 
noise of cannonading has now decreased 
to such an extent that for hours at a 
time nothing is heard but the Infre­
quent boom of one of the heavy guns 
of the Allies; the occasional rattle of 
machine guns, and the intermittent fire 
of snipers on either side. So far as the 
use of explosives is concerned, the 
greatest activity is found in local at­
tacks with hand grenades and short- 
range howitzers. The enemy has prac- 
tically ceased his efforts to break 
through the line by assaults, and he is 
now devoting his energies to the same 
type of siege operations which have 
been familiar to the Allies since the 
beginning of the battle of the Aisne.

Underground Life.
Subterranean life is the general rule 

in the neighborhood of the firing Une. 
Even those men not actually engaged 
in fighting live in underground quarters. 

Some of these quarters, called “funk ies," are quite elaborate and com- stable, and contain manp conveni- es not found in the trenches on the 
g line. They communicate with the 

line by zigzag approach trenches, 
make enfilading impossible.

constructed by a special earth-borer.

The Venus is one of the older British 
light cruisers. She was laid down in 
1895, and has a displacement of 5,600 
tons. She carries a complement of 450 
men.
